E llis' p re­
sentation in  the A lm nni Chapel 
Novem ber 18.

Mr. Ellis, who attended  NNC 
from 1938-40, is now the  owner 
of M ountain S t a t e s  Pain t Com ­
pany, the only p a in t m anufactur­
ing  com pany in  Idaho.

Ellis stated  th a t h e  ac tiv e ly  
believes in  and supports NNC and 
th a t he b e l i e v e s  young people 
from NNC are a m o n g  the best.
He dem onstrated his apprecia tion  
by p r e s e n t i n g  a check to  the 
school for $1 ,000  towards the new 
PE building.

Ellis noted  th a t tim e  changes 
things, and th a t the  changes a t  
NNC have generally  been  for the 
better. The songs, textbooks, and 
people have changed, but the old

speak er  
to gym

hym ns, the Bible and the Spirit 
are s till the sam e and ac tive . He 
s t r e s s e d  th a t the church needs 
every  individual; each  person is 
a V . I . P ,  W hat a p e r s o n  is and 
w hat h e  does m akes a d ifference, 
Ellis added.

Ellis used a m irror which sees 
only the im age  reflec ted  on i t  to  
em phasize this po in t on individ­
u a l worth. The rea l person is far 
m ore ihan th a t im age , he said. 
One m ay change one's appearance 
and therefore th e  im age, b u t the 
re a l person rem ains im changed.

In concluding, Ellis re la ted  an 
im pression le f t w ith h im  by  a for­
m er chem istry  professor: "The 
'49 'ers burnt the ir fe e t on valu ­
ab le b o r a x  w hile ou t searching 
for gold. " We m u s t  be carefu l 
not to  bum  our fee t on opportun­
itie s  w h i l e  searching for som e­
th ing "far out. "

future; as such, this problem  must 
be studied from every angle, and 

. .Sertam ly from  an econom ic

ca tes th a t the le v e l o f pollu tion  
tends to  increase faster than the 
population  itself. Thus the longer
we go w ithoutrem edying  the pro­
b lem  of environm ental pollution,

. theliu rder tha tp rob lem  is to solve.

Second, the last paragraph of 
the sam e story erroneously states 
th a t Mr. David Brandt subm itted 
a le tte r  of recom m endation  J» n jie  
Board. Evidently, o u r  reporter, 
who attended  the m eeting , m is­
understood the le tte r 's  addressee 
when i t  was read  a t  the B o a r d  
m eeting . The le tte r  was w ritten  
to  the inquiry co m m ittee  and the 
N am pa Education Association.

We deeply  reg re t these m is- 
t a k  e s  and read ily  ad m it a l l  r e ­
sponsibility for them . We assure 
the  Board of Trustees th a t they  
w e r e  com plete ly  unintentional 
and w ere no t an a ttem p t to  in ­
fluence, a lien a te , or prejudice 
the Board m  e m b  e r s ,  the co m - 
m im ity, or the Crusader|s readers.

is not a feasible p lan  for two re a ­
sons. F irst of a l l,  this p lan  is not 
reasonable b e c a u s e  an industry 
can  con tinually  po llu te  the e n ­
v ironm ent if  i t  is w illing  to  pay 
the price (in this case , the po llu ­
tion  tax). Secondly, the red is­
t r i b u t i o n  of this tax  m oney is 
m any tim es im possible. Who is 
affected  the most by an air po l­
lu tan t th a t pervades the en tire a t ­
m osphere? Can disease and death  
be recom pensed by  m o n e y ?  It 
seem s th a t the taxation  of environ- 
m e n t a l  pollutprs leads to  m ore 
problem s than i t  solves.

Professor M erriam  closed by 
em phasizing the ro le of youth in  
preserving the ecology. The fu­
ture h o l d s  prospects of environ­
m en ta l im provem ent th a t can  and 
m ustbe explo ited  by the youth of 
today if our world is to survive.

No oUier even t on cam pus receives nearly  as 

m uch a t t e n t i o n  as H om ecom ing. N early every 
m em ber of the student body, facu lty , staff, and 
adm inistration takes p art in  this h i^ l ig h t  of the 
year. We do not m ean  to criticize this ac tiv ity  for 
we a l l  enjoy rem iniscences and renewals of friend­
ships.

W hat we are concerned about is the expensive 
effort to  impress the alinnni if i t  is m ere ly  for the 
sake of impression. We do not be liev e  the alum ni 
need to  have the im portance of our educational in ­
stitu tion  reinforced. Obviously, m ost of them  have 
a lready  been  convinced of NNC's worth for their 
nam es frequently  appear on the records as the par­
ents an d /o r grandparents of present students.

We often  hear the a l u m n i  and constituency 
b lam ed  for the lack of some iim ovation. Y et, se l­
dom do those sam e "blackguards" c o m p l a i n  d i­
rec tly  to the students. Just as the sm all m inority  
of this generation receives no tice for the ir v io len t 
actions, probably only a sm all percentage of the

alum ni and constituency regularly  c r i t i c i z e  the 
NNC students.

We are gathered together just one w eekend of 
the year. Let us avoid the strain  and pressure of 
each  trying to  best the other one in  the po litics of 
hand shaking and forced sm iles. Instead, m ay  we 
be thankful for the o p p o r t u n i t y  to  com fortably 
understand another s e g m e n t  of this educational 
com m unity  a t  a  tim e when gratitude is upperm ost 
in  our minds.

While m id -te rm  elections in ­

variab ly  provide a ce rta in  in d i­
ca tion  of the e lec to ra te 's  feelin^i^s 
about an  adm inistra tion , few pres­
iden t's  have chosen, as did R ich - 
are Nixon, to  ride the power and 
prestige of th e  Presidency in  such 
a m assive w ay on the fortunes of 
the party  faithful. In effec t, Mr. 
N ixon's persistent wooing of the 
"S ilent M ajority" turned the r e -  
c e n t  m id -te rm  elec tions in to  a 
referendum  on R i c h a r d  N ixon's 
vision of A m erica. Unfortunately, 
like  Charles De G aulle, R ichard  
Nixon lost his referendum .

A lth o u ^  gaining two in  the 
Senate and e i ^ t  or nine in  the 
House, the  R e p u b l i c a n s  s till 
f o u n d  them selves outnm nbered 
53-44 and 245-180. Moreoveij 
the D em ocrats p icked  up 11 gov- 
em ordiips, includ ing  Ohio, Penn­
sylvania, Wisconsin, M innesota, 
and F lorida, giving them  contro l 
o f 29 o f the  na tion 's  Statehouses.

To be sure, the e lec tio n  was 
not the to ta l disaster for the R e ­
publicans w hich the figures would 
ind icate , for w hile the party  lost 
Senate seats in  Illinois and C a li­
fornia, R e p u b l i c a n  Lowell P. 
W eicker defeated  "rad ica l l i b "  
TTiomas J. Dodd in  C onnecticut, 
J. Beall Jr. bested  M aryland Dem^- 
ocrat Joseph Tydings and W illiam  
Brach III g a i n e d  a 4 5 , 000 vote 
v ictory  o v e r  Tennessee's A lbert 
Gore. Add to  this lis t Jim  Buck- 
ley  from  New York, who though 
o ffic ia lly  a Conservative w ill u n -
doubtedly m erge in to  the  Repub 
lic an
O h i o ,  grandson of P r e s i d e n t  
W illiam  Howard T aft, and sub­
tra c t Lowell W eicker who has not 
in  the p ast supported the A dm in­
istra tion 's foreign po licy  line and 
one has th e  ex ten t of the "em er­
ging R epublican m ajo rity . "

B u t  the ag n ifican c e  of the 
R epublican defea t w e n t  beyond 
the re la tiv e ly  sim ple post e lec tion  
arithm etic  w hich d e t e r m i n e d  
A m erica 's new p o litica l config­
uration. In the first in stance, the 
D em ocrats gain of 11 Statehouses, 
including four of the m ost popu­
lous states, gives them  the edge 
in  the Congressional red istricting  
o f 1971 and a pow erful new base 
for an  assault on the W h ite  House 
in  1972. Secondly, Mr. N ixon's 
carefu lly  ca lc u la ted  "Southern 
S trategy", a v ita l key  to  his 1972 
e lec tio n  hopes, was le f t  a sham ­
bles w ith  the defea t of W inthrop

R ockfeller o f Arkansas, Claude 
Kirk o f Florida and South Caro­
lina 's A lbert Watson.

In the th ird  i n s t a n c e .  The 
Nixon-Agnew cam paign  s t y l e , 
particu la rly  the abusive A g n e  w 
rhetoric and the A dm inistration 's 
a t t e m p t s  to  e lim in a te  the so- 
ca lle d  "rad ica l l i b e r a l s  of the 
Senate " has done m iw h to a lien ­
a te  R epublican  m oderates and 
liberals, possibly se tting  the stage 
for a d ivided party  in  1972. Con­
trasting  to  this p ic ture is both  the 
new cohesiveness and the new 
hope w hich the e lec tio n  results 
have b r o u ^ t  the D em ocrats who 
started  the cam paign  broke d iv i­
ded and disillusioned.

F inally  and m ost sign ifican tly , 
the m id -te rm  R epublican defea t 
d ram a tica lly  em phasized h h .N ix - 
on 's poor cam paign  perform ance 
and the narrowing base of h is po­
l it ic a l support and appeal, even 
am ong th a tb as tio n  of Nixon Land, 
the "S ilent M ajority. " The Pres­
id en t cam paigned  for 36 cand i­
dates in  21 states and tw o-thirds 
of them  lost. Even in  his hom e 
s t a t e  o f C aliforn ia, Mr. Nixon 
could  not save S e n a t o r  George 
Murphey, who lost to  D em ocrat 
'ohn V. Tunney nor conservative 
Max R afferty  who was defeated  
in  a  sta te -w ide rac e  for Siqjerin- 
tenden t o f Public Instruction by 
Negro Wilson R iles. M oreover, 
ihe President was unable to con­
tro l the issues of the cam paign  as 
th e  D em ocrats either m e t his law 
and order issue head  on or deftly  
shifted the e lec to ra te 's  a tten tion

This is H om ecom ing W eek, w ith  hundreds of 

alum ni and friends of NNC as our cam pus guests. 
As one of the alum ni and a facu lty  m em ber as 
w ell, m ay I address the form er as one of the la tte r?

To a l l  o f you who have not been  here for sev­
e ra l years, NNC w ill seem  different. The cam pus 
itse lf  is different; the curriculiun is different; the 
students are d ifferen t—just as your old classm ates 
w ill be different, a t  least in  size and shape!

A t NNC you w ill find over a thousand ac tiv e , 
in te llig en t, m ilita n t young people. A ctive: for 
they are not satisfied w ith passively w aiting  for the 
world to  accep t them , but are a lready  involving 
them selves in  today 's problem s— already  seeking 
a t  least p a rtia l solution. In te lligen t: to  a higher 
degree than ever before. Across A m erica the level 
of in te llig en ce  rises steadily . (The m edian  score 
on a w idely  used national ach ievem ent test reg is­
ters a t  the 56th percen tile  on norms set only  a few 
years ag o .)  Your NNC s t u d e n t s  hold the ir own 
very  w ell. M ilitant: in  th a t they  not only seek 
answers and involvem ent beyond the tin y  m icro ­
cosm w hich is NNC but they  are aggressive and 
dem anding type of questioning th a t can  be frustra­
ting  when answers are no t av a ilab le—y e t g ratify ­
ing , for people who ask questions aggressively and 
w ant genuine, lasting answers are m ore lik e ly  to 
find them .

There are differences h e re --a n d  there are sim ­
ila ritie s. Among s t u d e n t s  of today are fam ilia r 
strains from the past. Gripes about d i n i n g  h a ll 
fo o d (a lth o u ^  Saga's d a ily  d ie t would about equal 
a banquet in  the "good old days! ") Irrita tion  when

seem ing in justice befalls a peer. Even m ore irri­
ta tion  over poor instruction— for today 's student, 
in  m ost cases, is here to  learn —and w i l l i n g  to 
work for th a t which seem s worth 1 e a r  n i  n g—y e t 
q u i c k e r  to  carp a t an apparen tly  unjustified  as­
signm ent—(and just as slow to com plim en t an  in ­
structor for a job w ell done!) Today's students like 
b a ll  gam es; and cam pus strolls; and v isiting  in  the 
lib rary  (you d id n 't go there to  study e ither, rem em ­
ber?) and . . . .  So w hat? Sim ply this. Today's 
NNC s t u d e n t s ,  w ith no m ore exceptions than  in  
yom  day, s ti l l  possesses the high ideals, the deep 
com m itm ents, an even k e e n e r  m ind , the drives 
and goals w hich are essential to C hrist-cen tered  
l i v i n g .  True, there are d ifferences of opinions, 
disagreem ents, sober questioning—b u t should not 
NNC be the p lace  for just such? An open c lim a te  
for questioning? For searching for Truth? A society  
w hich conforms m ay  w ell conform  som eday to  the 
wrong m old.

With your strong support, sp iritua l, m oral, f i­
n an c ia l—this co llege shall continue to  be a  p lace 
where youth m ay experience the re a lity  of touch­
ing and h o l d i n g  the hand of Christ; where youth 
can  ask the kinds of questions, engage in  the kinds 
of debates, w hich enable them  to counter the issues 
of today 's world with a Faith  w hich is th e ir  own.

graphy by  Arthur Koestler. Its 
m ajor character, Rubashov, is an 
o l d  guard Com m unist who has 
been  arrested for his counter re ­
volutionary ac tiv itie s  and a tti­
tudes. In rea lity , the charges 
are fa lse , bu t actual events are 
used to  verify  the distorted p ic ­
ture of Rubashov's "c rim inal in­
tents. " Darkness At Noon is the 
s t o r y  of his im prisonm ent and
psychological torture.

R u b a s h o v  has spent forty 
years o f his life  in  service to  the 
party  and revolution , o f w hich he 
was one of the leaders. To the 
peop le ,h is  nam e and personality  
are objects o f respect and hones­
ty . His position w ithin the par­
ty  is high and secure, un til the

old guard.
Rubashov is forced to m ake 

sacrifices in  order to stay alive 
and effec tive ly  work for his ide- 
a l s .  R epeated  im prisonm ent 
follows and he begins to re flec t 
on his years of service in  the re­
volution. He tries to  imderstand 
the defectsw ith in  the party . How 
did he and the others fa il?  How 
has the revolution of the people 
lost its message to the people?

K oestler's concern for the 
problem s of the world and m an 
led him  to jo in  the com m unist 
party  in  the early  1930's. Later, 
he becam e disillusioned w ith  the 
ta c tic s  and attitudes of th e  party  
and, in  1938, le ft i t .  He was 
arrested several tim es in France

Darkness At Noon is partia lly  
a portrayal o f  K oestler's prison  
experiences. He re la tes them  
w ith  deep passion and rea listic  
d e ta il. He discusses the ques­
tion  o f m eans and ends as one 
who has rationalized them  com ­
p le te ly  and brought them  to a 
f in a l conclusion only  to have the 
proverbial rug yanked out from 
under him .

P e r h a p s  m any of you have 
read Darkness At Noon, w hich is 
availab le in the bookstore. For 
those of you who have not read 
i t ,  I strongly suggest you do. 
However, this is not a book worth 
just reading. It is one o f those 
books th a t m ust be read again.

There is an attitude tha t is 
dividing our country. It is an a t­
titude w hich assumes no respon­
sib ility  for the discontent and un­
rest p revalent today and w hich 
p laces t h e  responsibility on an­
o t h e r  segm ent of the society. 
This type of thinking is irration­
al and very dam aging to any kind 
o f  successful in teraction . F o r  
exam ple, the "Establishm ent" can 
no m ore rightly  classify a ll acts 
o f unrest as due solely to the ir­
responsibility o f students than can 
a n y  student justify acts o f vio­
lence as the only way in w hich 
to cope w ith  certa in  situations. 
Bothof these a ttitudes, w hich are 
bas ica lly  the sam e, re flec t asad  
a ttem p t to  understand the other 
side.

The result of such attitudes is 
v io lence in  one form or another. 
On the one hand, this v iolence 
t a k e s  the form of physical de­
struction, on the o ther, it takes 
the form of verbal abuse. Vio­
le n ce , in a dem ocracy such as 
ours, is wrong in  any form . When 
such tac tics  appear, it becom es 
apparent tha t attem pts to be un­
derstanding have e ither failed  or 
have been  te rm inated . The ex­
cuse usedm any tim es as a reason

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for such tac tics  is th a t the "other" 
side has stopped trying to  under­
stand the situation . This, then, 
becom es the "reason" to stop 
one 's  own attem pts to com m uni­
ca te  and a "justifiab le" cause for 
w hich one can resort to irration­
a l behavior as the solution. But 
there is only one valid  and suc­
cessful way in  w hich to  solve a 
problem , and th a t is through un­
derstanding and com m unication . 
Any type of ac tiv ity  w hich causes 
a break in com m unication  must 
end if solutions are to be found.

Our country is be com ing more 
and m ore polarized because of a 
breakdown in com m unication . 
Gaps are occurring betw een var­
ious segments because some are 
assuming the attitude tha t they 
are com plete ly  r i g h t  and tha t 
whoever opposes them  is com ­
p le te ly  wrong. This attitude is 
ev iden t in  the Special Report of 
the Ohio Grand Jury th a t stated 
"no provocation existed for the 
acts com m itted" by the students 
on the Kent S tate cam pus last 
M ay and is a l s o  evident in  the 
SDS's a lleged  purpose of destroy­
ing a ll trad itional form sof order. 
Both of these exam ples show re­
je c tio n  of the idea  th a t the "oth­
e r  side" m ay have some positive 
aspects.
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Polarization can be overcom e 
and solutions can be found if  a ll 
segm ents of the society begin to 
share t h e  responsibility for the 
problem s and the ir solutions. The:

attitude m ust be one of openness 
to others and the ir ideas and of 
w illingness to com m unicate one's 
own ideas to those who m igh t dis­
agree. Each o f us a t NNC should
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stive for this kind of attitude . In 
this w ay, i t  w ill be possible for 
each  of us to becom e a part of 
the solutions to the problem s of 
our cam pus and world.

This generation is searching 

for peop le , in  a tim e when youth­
fulness and brotherhood are ide­
alized , who do not w ant to con­
tro l and dom inate th e m , bu t dem ­
onstrate w ith  the ir lives w hat the 
liberation  of Christ m e a n s  t o  
them  and o iu  world.

P r o f e s s o r  A l e x a n d e r  
M itscherlich  has done extensive 
work in  the fie ld  of fatherhood 
and authority . He observes th a t 
" a  developm ent o f a personal 
conscience, w hich acts ou t o f a 
c r it ic a l insight o f an independent 
I and not ou t of anxiety , presup­
poses an experience of nearness. "

T h i s  " e x p e r i e n c e  o f  
nearness"^ gives a chance to  the 
fathers o f today to dem onstrate 
a n e w  w h a t  rea l fatherhood 
m e a n s ;  to take tim e for the ir 
developing c h i l d r e n  and give 
t h e m  an understanding of the 
failures and struggles w hich they 
them selves w ent through in  a t­
tem pting  to  solve the ir own pro­
b lem s.

Children have to  experience 
the ir parents as rea l people. How 
can  a child  of a Christian father 
ever understand th a t Christ did 
not com e for the healthy  people 
o f his t im e , bu t for the sick , if 
the father keeps s e c r e t ,  w hat 
saving a c t and healing  process 
took p lace  in  his own life  through

this physician?
Dr. M itscherlich  d e m o n -  

strates th a t this insight into the 
struggles of the fa ther's  person­
a lity  m ust be experienced very 
closely , in  order to have a prob­
lem  solving effec t on the child .

The Apostle John speaks in 
one of his le tte rs to fathers and 
sons. He shows th a t the special 
contribution o f the fa ther is "to 
speak about the e te rna l life  w hich 
w as w ith  the F ather and w as m  ade 
known to us. "

The one who experiences God 
as F ather, cannot live careless­
ly  in  the presence of ch ildren , as 
if  the  fa ther would be the id ti-  
m a t e  authority in  the fam ily .

ildren w ill f ind t h ^  p la c a iiias;" 
co-workers of God in  this world 
w ith  greater p robability , if  the ir 
fathers w ill observe and follow 
m ore closely God's m ethod of 
Fatherhood.

The expression w hich Christ 
used to  speak of God, who stands 
b eh in d , t h e  whole fascinating 
universe, the expression "Abba- 
F ather, " is not an authoritarian  
description of dom inian. It is the 
expression, w hichone could hear 
u s e d  by children  in  the collo­
quial language o fh is tim e , when 
they w anted to ta lk  to a confiden­
t ia l  friend, who could give' theih • 
some advice and assurance tha t 
he cared for them .

If the en ro llm en t growth for NNC should follow the  average b e -

But if  the  en ro llm en t growth exceeds average behavior b y  ̂  
per year as i t  d id  betw een  1960 and 1967, th en  the FSE would equal

The adoption of the Consti- 
t u t i o n a l  am endm ents recom ­
m ended by the Presidential Veto 
C om m ittee was the m ain  item  of 
business of last Tuesday's Senate 
m eeting .

Section  3 of A rticle V of the 
p r e s e n t  A SB Constitution was 
slightly  reworded and am ended 
to  include the follow ing sta te­
m en t. "The actions of the Stu­
dent Senate shall take the form 
o f  b i l l s , or leg isla tive en ac t­
m en ts, and resolutions, or ex­
pressions of the sense of the Sen­
ate.

Section  4 of A rticle V w ill 
be a lis t of the Senate 's specific 
duties. The duties would include 
the present sections 4 -7 .

A rticle V, S ec tio n s would be 
a new section  and would have the 
heading "Presidential Veto Pow­
er. " It would r e  a d  as follows: 
"A ll leg isla tionw hichshall have 
passed the Student Senate shall, 
b e f o r e  becom ing  law , b e  pre­
sented to  the Associated Student 
Body President. If he shall ap­
prove o f the leg isla tion , he shall 
s i g n  i t ,  bu t if  he shall not ap­
prove'o f i t ,  he shall return it to ­
gether w ith  his objections to  the 
S t u d e n t  S enate.

If, after such recon­
sidera tion , th ree-fourths o f the 
Senate shall agree to  the legis­
la tio n , i t  shall becom e law . If 
a n y  leg isla tion  shall no t be re ­
turned by the President of the As­
sociated  Student Body w i t h i n  
seven days after i t  has been  pre­
sented to  h im , i t  shall becom e 
law  w ithout his signature.

Section 6 of A rticle  V w ill 
be a two part section com prised 
o f  w hat is now sections 8 and 9.

A rticle IV, Section 6 w illb e  
changed to read: "The duties of 
the President shall be to  preside 
a t a ll sessions of the Associated 
Student Body, to  aimounce the 
Business in  i t s  proper order, to 
sta te and properly put all ques­
tions before the A ssociated Stu­
dent Body, and to sign a ll legis­
la tio n  of the Student Senate of 
w hich he approves and return  to ­
gether w ith  his objections to  the 
Student Senate a ll leg isla tion  of 
w hich he disapproves. "

These recom m ended Consti­
tu tio n a l changes as adopted by 
the Senate w i l l  be sent to  t h e  
A dm inistrative Council for their 
a p p r o v a l .  If so approved the 
changes w ill then be voted on by 
the ASB.

In o ther b u s i n e s s  o f the 
m eetin g , the Senate d irec ted  the 
ASB Secretary to  send a le tte r  on 
b eh a lf  of the Senate to  a ll stu­
den t m em bers of student-facu lty  
com m ittees, strongly urging them  
to  m ake every effort to  attend 
a ll the m eetings of th e ir  respec­
tiv e  com m ittees.

I t m e t over th irty  tim es last year 
and established a p u b  l i c a t i o n s  
p o l i c y  as w e ll as a t e n t a t i v e  
fram ework of powers and d u t i  e s 
w i t h i n  w hich the B o a r d  could 
tem porarily  operate.

Due to  a s ta lem ate  last year 
concerning the id e a l com position 
of the board, this issue has pre­
dom inated  in  Ihis y ea r 's  m eetings.

Recom m endations f r o m  the 
Educational Programs, C irricu- 
lum , and A cadem ics C om m ittee, 
headed  by  Dr. G ilbert Ford, in ­
cluded a proposal th a t the NNC 
D epartm ent of Education m ake a 
study of and recom m endatiojas for 
a five year T e a c h e r  Education 
program  i n c l u d i n g  a teach ing  
internship; the possible es tab lid i- 
m e n t of two year co llege programs 
in  c e r t a i n  occupational areas. 
Students c o m p l e t i n g  such two 
year programs would not receive  
a degree or p artic ipa te  in  com ­
m encem ent exercises, b u t  re ­
ce ive  a ce rtif ica te  certify ing  the 
satisfactory com pletion  of a two 
year program  in  the ir field  a t  an 
"inform al coffee hour occasion, " 
Suggested requirem ents for such 
programs would include: "Two
term s of E n g l i s h  com position; 
B iblical Literature 1 or 2; Theo­
logy 1; A m inim tun of one course 
from each  of the following areas; 
the hum anities (excluding B ibli-

Areas of 
concentra tion  w hich diould be in ­
vestigated  are: "secre taria lstud ­
ies; laboratory  t e c h n i c i a n s  in  
electron ics, physics, chem istry, 
the hea lth  sciences, and biology; 
com puter s c i e n c e  and m a th e­
m atics; teacher aides; hom e eco ­
nom ics, and art. "

O ther C o m m i t t e e  reco m ­
m endations suggested m odifying 
NNC's current th ree -th ree  a c a ­
dem ic program  due to  the fa c t 
th a t "there is siibstantial evidence 
ind icating  th a t we are not accom ­
plishing a sem ester's work in  ora 
eleven-w eek  long courses, " and 
"a load of ten  sem ester cred its is 
frequently  m ade up of only nine 
cred its o f 'u se fu l'cou rses; th a t is, 
courses th a t a p p l y  d irec tly  to -  
w ardvariousrequirem ents. Thus, 
as tu d en th aso n ly 3 6  th ree -c re d it 
courses ava ilab le  to  h im  during 
a fo ra -y e arco lleg e  career, m ak ­
ing s c h e d u l i n g  v e iy  tig h t for 
m any students;" offering in  both 
Nam pa and a t  population centers 
throughout th e  educational zone 
a s e r i e s  of short, th ree to  five t  
day, n o n -c red it service courses 
for the  constituency, b o t h  lay  
and m in is te ria l, studying "the 
possibility  of o n e-c  r  e d i  t ,  one- 
week long courses to  be offered 
during the weeks ad jacen t to  the 
regular s c h o o l  te rm s;" and "en­
couraging a ll of the N a z a r e n e  
co lleges to un ite  in  a jo in t spon­
s o r s h i p  of a  series of siunm er 
workshops for N azarene f a c u l t y

Final C om m ittee reco m m en - 
d a t i o n s  included i n v e s t i g a -  
ting , when enro llm en t jra tifies, 
the possib ility  of adding m ajors 
in  art, the com m unicative arts, 
foreign languages, general stud­

ies, p o lit ica l sc ience and speech; 
m arkedly  increasing the  lib rary 's 
financ ia l support, a n d  studying 
and m odifying the NNC ca lendar 
to  "include as m any  of the follow­
ing  id ea l characteristics as pos­
sible: each  of the t h r e e  term s 
diould be ex a c tly  e l e v e n  f u l l  
weeks long includ ing  fin a l exam ­
inations; provision should be m ade 
for a fu ll w eek o f spring v aca tio n  
betw een  Term  2 and Term  3; the 
school year d iould allow  for one 
com plete  te rm  before Christmas 
and two term s afte r Christmas; the 
school year d iould be arranged to 
m axim ize the  vacation  incom e of 
out students. The ava ilab le  ev i­
dence ind icates th a t the  ea rlie r 
the sum m er vaca tion  begins the 
m ore o ra  students are ab le to earn
dtffing the ir sum m er vacation ; and 
the NNC school year should co in­
c ide , in  a general w ay a t least, 
w ith  the ca lendar of the public 
schools in  the  area . Such a fea­
ture o f the ca lendar would be o f 
advantage to  the education  d e -  
p a r t m e n t  in  arranging student 
teach ing  schedules and to  those 
facu lty  having school age ch ild ­
ren  or spouses involved in  public 
school ac tiv itie s.

The F acu lty  C o m m i t t e e , 
chaired  by Dr. Percival Wesche, 
reported on both present and pos- 
sible facu lty  insraance programs.

Reviewer praises

Hero-worship has no p lace  in  
th is  ag»~oToyaicism and skepti­
cism . The life  o f a great m an is  
not a sufficient subject for a work 
of literature; i t  m ust say som e­
th ing about here and now. For 
this r e a s o n  the viewer m ay sit 
through the first two acts o f "Abe 
Lincoln in  Illinois" wondering 
w hat i t  a ll m eans.

However, those viewers who 
sit through the first two ac tslook - 
i ng for some kind of message w ill 
find the ir wish partly  fu lfilled  in 
the last ac t. Here alone the play 
grapples w ith  rea l issues w ith  
w hich m odern society can iden­
tify . Nothing could be m ore re l­

evant than the clashbetw een  Abe 
Lincoln 's, " . . . t h i s  nation  was 
founded on the supposition th a t 

— rS ^  ti have the right to  protest, 
v io lently  if need b e , against au­
thority  th a t is unjust or oppres- 
s i v e  , " and Sturveson's, "The 
days of anarchy are over. "Even 
so, the im portan t ideas in the 
th ird  ac t com e from speeches 
and lines w hich are said by  Lin­
co ln , not from any kind of con­
f lic t  o r ac tion  w hich is dram a's 
m a in  contribution to lite ra tu re .

T echn ica lly , the p lay  was 
very w ell done. A ll o f th e  ac t­
ing -was ex ce llen t, and the sets 
were au then tic . Except for o c­
casional first night m istakes,the 
perform ance w ent along sm ooth-

acfors
ly.

An especially  fine perform ­
ance was g ivenby  D ale Brown as 
Lincoln's friend and advisor. Al­
so very com m endable were Ran- 
by j a h n  as  Abraham lin co ln , 
Doug Engel as Ninian Edwards, 
and Mona M essenger as Elizabeth 
Edwards. For a cast alm ost en­
tire ly  m ade up of beginners, the 
perform ances were outstanding.

No doubt, "Abe Lincoln in 
Illinois" is a rea listic  portrayal 
o f the m an and his tim e , and it  
does finally  say som ething in  the 
third ac t. As an historical dram a, 
the p lay  is ex ce llen t and w illb e  
e n j o y e d  for i t s  humor and 
w arm th even if  i t  is slightly  lack ­
ing in m essage.

"when creating  the world, G o d  

realized the h ec tic itie s , but yet 
He did n o t  change the 24 hour 
day. It is a ll a m a tte r of prior­
ities . "

She also stated  tha t she never 
reads anything in t h e  m orning 
un til she has read her Bible. She 
is build ing a life , and m ust daily  
c o n s u l t  her creator about the 
blueprints.

The second speaker. Dr. Jo­
seph M ayfield, adm inistrator and 
professor of Greek, revealed  how 
the personal tragedy of his daugh­
te r 's  death  had helped to answer 
his question, "How w ill 1 know 
if  God is speaking to  me ? "

In his m om ent o f darkness, 
he said , w h e n  the inevitab le 
question "Why" arose, he was 
assured of God's word as a pro­
m ise , not a re jec tio n . Dr. May­
fie ld 's  m essage and challenge to 
students today was to  put their 
absolute trust in C-od, for He a- 
lone knows the road th a t lies 
ahead of us, and w ill prepare us 
for i t .  "He speaks when we need 
H im m ost. He never fails, "M ay- 
field  concluded.

The last speaker. Dr. Mar­
vin Bloom quist,professor of Mu-

i l l  in  the hospital. He had pre­
viously decided  th a t th a t Sunday 
night was going to be the night 
he would g i v e  his life  to God. 
But his m other had specifically  
asked to  ta lk  w ith  him th a t night, 
y e t  she honored his wish to go 
to church instead.

Though she d ied  before she 
had the opportunity to  t a l k  t o  
him  about Christ, her life  le f t a 
deep im pression on her son. She 
was a d e v o t e d  Christian who 
p rac ticed  NNC's m otto  in  addi­
tion  to her own: "God is, God is 
re a l,  we can  know H im . "

Dr. Bloomquist stated  tha t 
after being saved, he was afraid 
to read  the Bible, b e c a u s e  he 
thought he would be ca lled  into 
e ith er the m inistry  or m issionary 
work. But afte r y ie ld ing  his life , 
he was released  of his fear.

He c ited  three ways to study 
the Bible: Begin a t the front and 
keep going; scan the Bible un til 
som ething looks good;choose one 
book at a tim e to  study. H e 
pointed out th a t som etim es Bible 
reading isted ious, "but you don 't 
always have to  enjoy som ething 
to get some good out of i t .  "

In  closing, he sta ted , "You 
students are m y mission fie ld .

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Jesus People possess a 
relationship, not a religion

I t is no t a r e l i^ o n  b u t a  r e -  
la tionsh ip ! This best sums up the 
whole concept o f the Jesus People 
Army, a trae  ecum encia l m ove­
m en t and there possessing a rea l 
e lem ent of love throughout w hich 
bypasses a l l  ra c ia l and social lines.

Involved In th is powerful re ­
ligious resurgence are individuals 
o f a l l  b a c k g r o u n d s —^hippies, 
squares, narco tic  ttsers and non­
users, C atholics and Protestants. _

A cco rd ing tooneo f its found­
ers, the m ovem ent re lie d  in  its 
b e g i n n i n g s  on a "kindergarten 
g o s p e l ,  " b u t now he feels i t  is 
turning into a  relig ious revolution. 
"Y oungrebels are s w i n g i n g  to 
re lig ion—a kind o f 's t re e t g o sp e l.' 
They are l o o k i n g  for a charis­
m a tic  experience, for a sp iritual 
source, and th is is turning in to  a 
Jesus m ovem ent. "

We have taken  b rie f glances 
into the beginnings o f th is re l i­
gious thrust as w ell as the existing 
gap betw een  i t  and the  conven­
tiona l church. Now we are going 
to  take a  look a t  the causes and . 
purposes of such a forcefu l and 
t a k in g  revolution.

Undoubtedly the key  to  the 
m ovem ent is the  la st word o f m y  
first sen tence—relationships one 
to  another and w ith God. G et- 
tin g  i t  t o g e t h e r ,  tearing  aw ay 
from  fragm ented lives, try ing to  
fill  existing gaps— these are  a l l  
Jesus People objectives.

In the  s u m m e r  o f 1967 the 
d r e  a m  th a t love could conquer 
a ll was bom . W ith i t ,  cam e the 
influx of young people to  large 
c itie s , espec ia lly  San Fransisco. 
Flowers, l a u ^ t e r ,  p e a c e  sym ­
bols, life  seem ed so w onderful as 
everyone s o u ^ t  for truth. But the  
inev itab le occurred. These youth 
foxmd th a t love and truth are no t 
to  b e  foimd th r o u ^  the  m a te ria l 
and physical. D r u g s  destroyed 
instead of enlightening; dropping 
out of society  b r o u ^ t  m ore prob­
lem s instead of m uch  needed  an­
swers; love reached  deeper than 
t h e s e  p rim itive a ttem pts could 
go; a ll of these things and m ore

brought frustration and u tte r  des­
peration  to  m any  of these d isil­
lusioned y o u t h .  Following this 
p e r i o d  student unrest and c iv il 
disobedience m arkedly  increased 
as things seem ingly  turned from 
bad  to  worse. But a t  last, th o u ­
sands o f youth are realizing th a t 
the elusive m eaning  w hich they  
have so long grasped for, is th e ir 's  
sim ply for the  asking. They have 
discovered t h a t  life  can  h a v e  
m eaning, re a l  love and a perfec t 
re la tiond iip  fotmd only  through 
Jesus Christ.

Suddenly, people are becom ­
ing aware th a t education , leg is­
la tio n  and re lig ion  cannot solve 
soc ie ties ' ills  for th ey  h ave been  
around long e n o u ^  to  do the ir 
t h i n g .  As the Hollywood Free 
Paper expressed it:  "They did no t 
s o l v e  m an 's  down deep inside 
p r o b l e m .  They covered i t  up 
w ith a  p lastic  m a ^  and now the 
p laster is breaking. " Maybe this 
m ovem en tw ill provide th e  spark 
th a t w ill s ta rt the  sp iritua l reno­
vation  w hich seem s so necessary 
today. Not a  re lig io n  b u t a re ­
lationship.

W ebster defines re lig ion  as a 
b e lie f  in  a divine power. He de­
scribes relationship  as a connec­
tio n  or a kinship. W hat today 's 
world needs so bad ly  is not a b e ­
lie f  in  b u t a  kinship w ith its c re ­
ator. I t  ia .tim e that4«ligioj3,i}ui^ 
m ore em phasis on the relationship 
a ^ e c t  o f its  m essage.

The Jesus People m ovem ent 
is m ore than  a fad. The testim o­
nies and ded ica tion  of those in -  
v o l v e d  seem  to  diow th a t i t  is 
m ore than  ju s t a  p a s s i n g  thing. 
Black Panther l e a d e r s ,  bikers, 
pushers and revolutionaries have 
turned on to  God. It is reported 
th a t on several m ajo r im iversity 
cam puses the Jesus People new s- 
p a p e r s  have b igger circulations 
than  do th e  subversive papers.

Persecution often c o m e s  to  
these Jesus followers. The "turn 
the other cheek" concep t is often 
tested  to  see how genuine is their 
com m itm en t. On several o cca­
sions th ey  have com e across scof­
fing, physical persecution, out­

righ t anger and threats of a l l  sorts.
Of course this m ovem ent as 

does any like i t ,  has those who 
turn back . "It is those who do 
not re a lly  turn on to  God in  the 
first p lace  th a t we lose, "one fo l­
lower to ld  m e. It is a c t i v e l y  
preached th a t if  you a re n 't w illed  
to  go a l l  out for God then  forget 
it .  The m ajo rity  choose to give 
i t  th e ir  a ll.

Public baptism  in  ava ilab le  
rivers or even the ocean  are fre­
q u e n t  m ovem ent ac tiv itie s, as 
a l l  new Christians show the ir love 
for Christ through this outward act. 
S p e a k i n g  in  tongues is a  very 
com m onhappening in  public and 
private prayer m eetings.

After having been  exposed to  
this m ovem ent for the past sev­
era l weeks this w riter is inclined  
to  fee l i t  m ust b e  recognized as a 
force of and for God. We m ay 
npt f u l l y  agree w ith  a l l  the ir 
m ethods and techniques bu t we 
m ust ac ce p t them  for w hat they 
are.

The f o l l o w i n g  p iece  was 
p r i n t e d  in  the Hollywood Free 
P a p e r  a several weeks ago and 
w ith i t  we close th is study.

E a c h  o f  these m en 
are involved in  experim entation  
to produce Isothioureas, which 
are a f a m i l y  o f  re la ted  com ­
pounds. The prim ary reason for 
in terest in this fam ily  is due to 
the fac t th a t they are radio pro­
tectan ts. When given to an an i- 
m  a 1, t  hey shpuld provide him  
w i t h  a m uch b e tte r  chance of 
survival should he be exposed to 
rad ia tion . The elem ents can 
easily  be m ade in the laboratory, 
then closely observed for their 
spectro properties, m echanism s.

experim ent was chosen,D r. Im el 
rep lied  t h a t  i t  was because of 
personal curiosity a n d  in terest 
th a t prom pted him  to  beg in  re­
search . It is not an experim ent 
specifically  o u t l i n e d  i n  any 
course, but i t  does com e under 
the Introduction To Research 
course in Ph/sics. It is a one cre­
d it course w hich m ay be taken  if 
a student obtains an instructor's 
perm ission and has prerequisite 
courses in  Physics, M athem atics, 
and Chem istry. Dr. Im el stated 
th a t a t this tim e , he is unsure of 
the subject of the next research 
p ro jec t, but it m a y b e  concerned 
w ith  a study of pollu tion.

Isothioureas are not designed 
to be tested on any particu lar ani­
m a l. When perfected , the com ­
pounds w ill be given to an an im a l 
confined to a cham ber and sub­
je c te d  to large doses of u ltra ­
v io le t lig h t. The results w ill be 
recorded and further research w ill 
proceed from this da ta . Dr. Im el 
sta ted  th a t research on this pro­
je c t  c o u l d  b e extended for a 
lengthy period of tim e , depend­
ing on the results after given to 
an an im al.

Cager future looks bright

The past decade of hard court 
ac tiv itie s  rem ain  f r e s h  in the 

m em ories and thinking of sports 
m inded alum ni, friends, and stu­
dents of NNC. It is w ith  this in 
m ind tha t the final phase of our 
accoxmt of the history of b asket- 
b a ll here a t NNC com es to com ­
ple tion  w ith  a look a t the 6 0 's.

Orrin H ills, a 1946 graduate 
o f  NNC and h e a d  basketball 
coach since 1954, p ilo ted  9 out 
o f the 10 Crusader team s and ran 
up a 122-110 record during the 
six ties. He took a leave of ab­
sence during t h e  64-65 season 
to  study a t Arizona S tate during 
w hich tim e Elmore V ail took the 
coaching reigns and com piled a 
12-13 win-loss m ark.

The 1960-61 t e a m  sported 
four freshmen to  varsity standing 
posts. Inexperience could well 
b e the reason for the Cmsaders 
7-18 record , the worst since they 
eeked ou t only 3 wins in  27 tries 
in the '52-53  season.

The f o l l o w i n g  year t h e  
rebuild ing process continued and 
w ith  the m atu rity  and gam e ex­
perience of the young club they 
im proved the ir season m ark to 
10-14. Gary Locke, a sophomore, 
lead  the Crusader's scoring attack  
as he averaged 2 1 .9  points per 
gam e earning a third p lace  spot 
in  the Northwest scoring r a c e .

The 1962 Oasis asserted tha t 
w i t h  a  veteran  Crusader squad

squad in  the scoring departm ent. 
His junior yea r 's  perform ance of 
711 points for a 26. 3 average was 
his best a n d  the top hoop to ta l 
for a single year turned in  by  any 
N N C  cager. He concluded his 
career holding 18 NNC ind iv id- 
u a 1 records. R ich  Hagood who 
team ed  up w ith  L o c k e  for the 
first four years o f the sixtiesw as 
a l s o  m entioned by Hills as an 
outstanding a th le te . He stands 
second behind NAIA A ll-A m eri­
can  Honorable M ention Locke in  
to ta l ca reer points.

The highlight o f  t h e  1966 
basketball season was the Crusa­
ders sweep of the Seventh annual 
Holiday Tournam ent in  Nam pa. 
T h i s  cham pionship m  arked the 
C r u s a d e r s  over a ll v i c t o r y .  

The Oasis o f th a t year described 
the t o u r n e y  action  this way: 
"There was no stopping the NNC 
f i v e  a s  they ran , shot, and re­
bounded the ir w a y  to an 81-74 
w in over W hitm an and a 101-91 
v ictory  over Eastern Washington 
to  w alk away w ith the coveted 
first p lace trophy. " Stan Van- 
Arsdel, Duane M eske, and Gary 
M atlock lead  the Cmsaders as 
they  garnared 11 wins in  27 tries.

The '67  Crusaders were a re­
la tiv e ly  y o u n g  team  as their 
m ediocre 12-15 record m igh t in­
d ica te  . The follow ing s e a s o n  
showed slight im provem ent as the 
hardcourt enthusiasts com piled  an 
15-13 overa ll m ark . John "Babe" 
f  r y o  r ,' ' an honorable m ention 
N A I A  A l l - A m  e r  i c  a n  , 1 e d  
the squad w ith  an 18 .9  per gam e 
average.

The p a s t  two seasons have 
provided NNC basketba ll follow­

NN C s near upset of the Bron­
c o ' s  a t Boise S tate last season 
was c ited  by H ill's  as one of the 
m ost gratifying gam es of the de­
cad e . He com pared it  to the  up­
set o f C of I in  o3 when Locke 
scored a career high of 42 points.

Lawson, NNC's a ll tim e top 
rebounder, and Rock Simmons 
were n a m e d  to  the first NIAA 
( Nazarene I n t e r c o l l e g i a t e  
A th le tic  A ssociation) All S t a r  
T eam . Lawson com pleted  a b r il­
lia n t ca reer w ith 1,419 rebounds 
besting  the old record by 222.

Projecting a h e a d  it  would 
seem  th a t the future looks brigh t 
for NNC's cage squads. The pro- 
p o s e d  P .E . com plex w ill add 
m any m uch needed dim ensions to 
the basketball scene . It w ill pro­
vide a home court(the first since 
1956), i t  w ill m ean  b e tte r  p rac­
tic in g  equipm ent and fac ilitie s , 
i t  w ill help in  recm itin g , boost 
m orale and hopefully house a lo t 
of ta len ted  b a ll  team s.

However, we c a n 't  get ahead 
o f  ourselves a s ;w  approach 
should b e  another exc iting  year 
o f basketba ll. T h e  Crusaders, 
who are hopefully a "hom eless" 
team  for the last tim e , w ill be 
s p o r t i n g  a re la tiv e ly  inexpe­
rienced  squad.
