Our Privileges in the Atonement

HE greatest problem that presents it-

I self to every true disciple of Christ.ls

that of how he can appropriate and
forever possess everything which his Re-
deemer made possible for him in the su-
preme sacrifice of Calvary. God expects us
to make this appropriation, and in so far as
we fall short of fully meeting His divine ex-
pectations, we thwart His benevolent purpose
for us, and bring disappeintment to His lov-
ing heart.

The first question which arises in this ¢con-
nection is, WWhat are the Christian’s possibili-
ties in the atonement and to what heights of
holy living and depths of devotion will the
grace of God bring bim in this life?

It is in the atonement that we find the
ground of our salvation, the rock upon which
alone we can found our hope of eternal life,
and build a spiritual edifice that will with-

stand all the ficree storms of temptation that
can possibly beat upon it. It is because Je-
sus finished the work of our redemption that
we may by repentance and faith become ac-
ceptable to the Father in the person of His
dear Son, who on the cross was wounded for
our transgressions, and bruised for our iniqui-
ties, and by whose stripes we are healed.
Surely “all we like sheep have gone stray;
we have turned every one to his own way;
and the Lord hath laid on him the iniquity
of us all.”

Because Jesus thus expiated all our sins,
and became our propitiation, God is able
without doing violence 1o His laws, or bring-
ing them inlo contempt, to justify and for-
give frecly every penitent sinner who pleads
the blood of Christ, and believes that because
ol its mighty efficacy his guilt is purged, his
transgressions removed from him as far as the
east is from the west, his name written in
heaven, and his old sinful nature so domi-
nated by the life of God in his soul, that he
has become a new creature in Christ Jesus.

But the chief purpese of God in the atone-
ment was that those who passed from death
unto life by regeneration should become holy,
free [rom inbred sin, and filled with the Hely
Spirit, by whose gracious agency, made pos-
sible by the bloed of Christ, the work of sanc-
tification is wrought.

But, while this act of sanctifying grace'and
divine power is instantancous, and the fully
consecrated believer is baptized with the Holy
Spirit, cleansed from all sin, and made per-
fect in love because of this eradication of his
carnal nature, the divine plan comprehends
bis constant growth in grace. The newly-
sanctified Christian has a pure heart, but there
is a wide distinction and tremendous differ-
ence between purity and maturity.

The justified man bears fruit, the sanctified
man more fruit; but our Heavenly Father is
glorified by his bearing much fruit. It is in
those portions of the word of God which
stress the glorious experience of Spirit-illed
disciples abiding in Christ, and Christ abid-
ing in them, that we get the deepest insight
into the possibilities of divine grace in the hu-
man soul. 5

Closely connected with this abiding of
Christ in us, and our abiding in Him, are our
attitude toward the word of God, and our suc-
cess in the midistry of prayer. It is only as
the words of Christ abide in us, and we abide
in Him, that we prevail in our petitions. Nor
would it be possible for our Savior to dwell
in us and for us to dwell in Eim, unless we
had and kept His commandments. But, if
we mect all the requirements, and continue to
yield to God as completely, and trust Him as
implicitly every moment as we did at the in-
swant of our sanctification, we will be enabled
to bear much of the sweet and luscious fruit
of the Spirit—that fruit enumerated by the
Apostle Paul as love, joy, peace, long-suffer-
ing, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness,
temperance,

As we thus grow in love and faith and in-
tensity of devotement jn accomplishing the

This being made perfect in one is part of
the sanctified experience, and will manifes:
itself in the form of perfect love, und a kind-
ness and tenderness in the bearing and rela-
tions of Christians o one another that will
compe! all men to know that they are the
disciples of Christ. It will alse be indicate
in a constantly increasing spirit of prayer,
and a simplicity of faith which will pleass
God, and enable the suppliast to prevail in
a manner that will be astonishing to himself
and to all who know the nature and objects
of his petitions. It will be revealed, too, in
a deepening of humility, and a keener reali-
ation by the believer of his  own unworthi-
ness, unprolitableness, and utter helplessness
in every way, unless God undertakes for him.

But one of the most important develop-
ments in the spiritual life of the person who
has obtained heart purity is that the eyes ol
his understanding become so enlightened as
he runs up the shining way, that he comes
to know more and more of the hope of his
calling, and the riches of the glory of his in-
heritance in the saints. He learns also of the
exceeding greatness of the poser of God to
usward who believe, according to the work of
His mighty power, which He wrought in
Christ when He raised Him from the dead.
and set Him at His own right hand in the

As a result of this increase of spiritual
knpwledge and growing keenness of spiritual
vision, the sanctified man is able to com-
prehend with all saints what is the breadth.

He has a lively sense of his
privileges in Christ, and is so strengthened
with all might, according to the glorious power
of the Holy Spirit, that he walks worthy of
the Lord unto all pleasing, and is fruitful in



every good work. He realizes.that younger,

But these multiplicd interests, and their demand for
adistance from every one, have caused us to neglect
1 very important activity of our calling, namely, to
answer the Macedonian cry of the childhood of our
country. “Come over and help us!' e must not
contioue 10 nezlect our duty nor cvade our responsi-
bility to the orphans in our own churches first of all
and then reach out to mullitudes beyond our barders
ac far as possible,

The child question is the paramount problem to-
day. The child of today will be the nation of to-
motrow; the child of today will be the church of
tomorcow.  This at once places the training, educalt-
ing, and Christianizing of the children of our land
before us as 3 problem of greatest importance. ‘Hcrc
are some figures which present te us the gravily of
the child problem in our country today. The Inler-
Church World Movement upon invesligation found
that there are 26,500,000 boys and girls in the
Cnited States without any religious training what-
er—10000000 in the slums of our cilies and
15,000,000 outside the slums that have no chance in
life. The W. C. T. U., after laoking into the matter,
finds this situalion confronting us as a nation: The
Jows give their children onc hour a day religious
Inining for cleven months in the year. The Cath-
alics four hours a week during tweive months of the
vear, xnd the Proteslants only one-balf hour a week.
Ala that three oul of every five in Protestant homes
bave no religious training at all.

Srethren, these facts should arouse us to our duly
and rosponsibility as lo training and winning the
childecn for the kinpdom of God. These 26,500,000
Rrowing up to manhood and womanhood withoul
the knowledge of salvation and under the great lure
of the world, the flesh, and the Devil in this day ol
pleasure-madness and a form of godiiness without
the power will mean that we are bringing forth mul-
tludes of anmarchists and bolshevists and money
kings who will rule in the coming generation.

Up to the present the Church of the Nazarene ko~
nol done 2 great deal for the homeless children i
our own ranks. But in our last General Assembly
We wemed to get the vision to some extent at least
and elected 2 General Orphanage Board with instruc-
tions to establish an Orphans' Home when and where
CGod would direct and lcad.

We are planning to raise wilhin the next two
vears $100,000, which will be needed (o remode! and
place the various buildings in shape and condition
for a great orphanage work. If all will do thcir part,
whether it be great or small, it will not be 2 hurden
to raise the amount. An average ol $3 a member
will cover the sum and give us this great and ncedy
instiletion in our church. When the buildings are
properly repaired and remodeled we will have a
beautiful home to shelter and to train for God and
the church about 300 children. This stream of young
manhood and womanhood having the truths of
righteotsness and  holiness  ineuleated  inlo  their
minds and hearts going out into their various walks
of {ife to bless the world, glorifying God and build-
ing up haly character, will mean much to rajse the
standard of trulh and righteousness, dispel the dark-
ness and wickedness 2ll around, and dircct many
souls to the Lamb of God.

A Glance Backward

URING our last
General Assembly,
which  convened

at Kansas Cily in Sep-
tember, 1919, 3 General
Orphanage- Board was
created and delegated
with authority to found
an institution with suffi-
cient proportions to take
care of the children who
are "left orphans by the
untimely death of our
people, and ather c¢hil-
dren as far as our ability
We found ourselves withoul funds or

will permit.
property, and there was no concert of action within
the church.

At Nashville, Tenn,, was a smalt instilution for
girls exclusively, conducted and practically supported

by Brother and Sister T. M. Moore. IL was doinz
goggl wark, but was limited in its capacity, and what
property there was belonged to the good people ap-
craling il, At Penicl, Texas, there was an institytion
consisting of sixty acres of land, twa framed building:
with capacity for azbout [ifty children, stuck, tools,
furniture, clc, valued at about $30,000, containinz
about fiily children. This properly was held in trust
and centrolled for the Church of the Nazarenc by
board elected annually by the Kamsas, Missouri,
Arkansas, Little Rock, Louisiana, Dallas, Hamlin,
San Antonio, New Mexico, Weslern Oklahoma, ant
Eastern Oklzhoma Distriets.  This institution was
undee the direct supcrintendeney of Rev. Oscar Hud-
son and wife and was doing very good work, but
was limiled in its capacity.

At the {irst annual mecting of the Board of
Truslees controlling this home, February, 1920, it
was offercd to (he General Orphanage Board. whes
later accepted it. The acceptance of this work did
not signily the permanent location of our national
institution but a corrcllation of our efforts along this
linc. "It was underslood that if it ever scemed bes:
in the judgment of the General Orpharage Board to
sell this property and transfer all operations to some
other point, they would do so.

A campaign of agitation was begun which attracted
the attention of some and resulted in a fund, mostly
pledges for the purchase of a sight for operations of
a more exlensive character. Finally, when those whn
had the work of cducation in that scclion in hand,
decided it was best to unite Penicl College with the
Oklahoma Nazarene College, at Bethany, Okla., the
question arose as to what should be done with Peniel
College property. This was ane of the oldest schoals
in our conncction and many of our deading and mast
useful preachers, missionaries, and educators had re-
ceived their training here.  This place had also wit-
nessed many powerful and far-reaching revivals in
which thousands had found pardon and purity. But
the operating expenses had gene beyond the income
and the properly was beavily involved in debt, and
there was ne way open 1o pay this debt except to
selt the praperty. To whom should it be sold? It
seemed too bad (o sell it for secular purposes, and at
a sacrifice at that. It represented consecrated money,
night vigils, volumes of prayer, and barrels of tears,

The idea of the General Orphanage Board buyinz
it {or permanent operations was advanced. In con-
sidering it, many things appealed lo the General Or-
phanage Board, A mild, sunny climate with huiki-
ings sulficient for present needs; a strong church
with exceilent Sunday schoel and Young People's
Sacicty; with Peniel campground, the strongest in
the stale, onc block away, where the best talent in the
movement preaches and sings the .old-lime religion
to the muliitudes that gather every year for a ten
days’ spiritual {cast; coribined in the presemtation of
a situation which the board decided could not be
excelled.  The property, valued at $75000, was
offered (0 us for $30,000, a mere margin over the
actual indebtedness. The Gereral Orphanage Board
bad but lttle funds and much of this indehtedness
was due and its payment urged; but we felt the
supreme moment for us to establish 2 home for our
unfortunate children bad comec, and that il our
people were acquainied with the situation they would
come to the rescue. In fact this debt was ours, in-
curred while doing that work withoul which ail of
our operations would have been hindered. We were
moraily obligaled to pay it, and why net kill (wo
birds with onc stone—pay the debt and cstablish a
great home for childzen| .

The campaign has been on a little over 1wo months
and more than half the debt has been satisfied. We
lake this as an carnest that Cod is in the movemenr
and is going to establish something that will be 2
credit to our church and a blessing to humanity.
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Rut it will demand & united effort throughout the
connection. Not only must this debt be paid without
delay, but the buildings must be repaired, a laundry,
heating plant, and large dining-hall added and san-
itary arrangements completed. It wiil take some-
thing like $100,000 to fully equip the institution. But
we can do it if God is leading us. In fact it will
strengthen instead of weaken us for other things.
“He that hath pity on the poor lendeth to the Lord
and that which he giveth wiil he repay him again.”
It will weaken us along all lines if we do not do our
duty at this peint. “There is that scattereth and yet
increaseth, and there is that witholdeth mwore than is
meet yct tendeth to poverty."”

THE child problem is one of the greatest prob-

lems that confronts the nation today. e

have some great and very grave problems—
political, commercial, international, etc—~-but ene ol
the gravest is the child problem. 1In the Picterial
Review lor October, we arc informed that thirty-
four thousand children are horn out of wedlock in
tbe .United States every year. Thirty-{our thousandl
What an army! And it is repeated every year. The
writer goes on to picture the difficulties under whick
they labar as they underiake the uneven hattle of
life. The vnmerited stigma with its altendant neg-
lect and ostracism cmbitters and hardens them apainst
sociely and the institutions of this noble government.
Vet these childvren are constahtly growing up into
men and women and pressing Lheir way inlo every
phase of society.

The Women's Christian Temperance Union, who
arc studying the situation, declare that there are
15.000,000 children in this country ahsolutely with-
oul a chance. Jt is a staggering stalement. As you
consider it, cries and groans of anguish reach the ear,
rivers of teass, let loose by the pains of suffering,
sweep before the vision, while the [uture safety of
our government staggers under the impact of Lheir
altack, and hell reges wilb glee wt heiv uinfortunate
approach to elernity, locked up in bilterness and sin,

The Inter-Church World Movement, which made
the most exhaustive religious survey of the country,
possibly, that has ever been made, brought to light
the alarming fact that there are 26,500,000 children
in the United States who are withoul religious train-
ing of any sort. Comprchend, il you can, what it
means for one-Tourth of the popuiation of the United
States ta be neglected childhood wilhout religious
training of any sort. Every state hasa vast army. New
York leads with 1,755,870; Texas has 1,376,560; 1lli-
nois, 1,317,370; Georgia, 1,348,790, Ohio, 1,520,580:
Oklahoma, 1,028,000; Pennsylvania, 879,580; etc.

This neglect, too, is wholly among the children of
Prolestant parcntage.  Jewish children reccive seven
hours' religious training a week for cleven menths in
the year. Roman Catbolic children receive four
hours' religiods training a week for every month in
the year, while Protestant children receive thirty
minutes” religious training a week. Three out of
every five Protestant children are not enrolled in any
Sunday school or religious schoo! of any sort what-
ever.

If you want to destroy a nation, destroy its child-
hood. If you want to elfect a reformation, teach it
to the childbood. The nation that neglects ils child-
hood will lapse into imbecility and decay. The
knife was put to the hilt into the liguer traffic of
this country when Francis Willard succeeded in get-
ting a treatisc on hygiene containing a chapter on the
cffects of alcohol on the human system adopted into
our publi¢ schools; and one Jesson cach quarter, on
temperance, in our international Sunday schoal Jes-
son. When the boys and girls who were taught
these things in schaol and Sunday school came 1o
womanhood and manhood, they arose and smote the
traffic hip and thigh and banished it to hades whers
it betongs.

It is the same with every moral or immoral issue.
J{ we would promole and conserve to the greatest
degree the interests of Christian civilization, we must!
mive special attention to the child. Rev. W. C.
Schaeffer, Jr,, writing in The Lutheran, says: “Chil-

As_a church we have been altogether too indiffer-
cnt to the needs of this ¢lass of suffering humanity.
Measure our interest by the fact that we do not have
a creditable institution for our own children whe are
Teft without parents and home and we get a correct
viesw of the situation. A few of our prople have
been struggling for a short while to do samcthing in
an organized manncr, but thousands or aur people
have never attempted to do anything to assist in any-
way in the establishment of an institution for these
unfortunzale ones,

Qur people die as all peaple do. Some of them die
prematurely and leave their childrer unprovided for.
What is to become of them? Is it our duty to sec
after them, or should some olher church do it? Some
time since one of our pastors wrote asking us to take
four children, stating that their mothker, wha was 2
widow and who was a member of the Nazarcne
church, had just died and requested that her chil-
dren be sent to us.

We
felt dike tearing our halr as we thought on meeting
this Nazarcne molther and Catholic childeen at the
judgment, and replied, "It is enough to make that
mother turn over in her grave, if such is possible, to
think she Jived and died a Nazarene, committed her
children to us in her last moments and that our
people were so indifferent to the importance of the
work that Lhe children were forced te enter an in-
stitution where they would be taught to ridicule the
religion of their mother,” Anocther Ietter from Has-
kell, Texas, said: "There are two destitute children
here, Their father died two years ago, and the
mother, who lies a ¢arpse in this room where I am

writing, said in her last moments, ‘Send my childre,
to Brother Hudson.'”

We are face to face with the issue—an orphan chilg
at the Nazarene door! The question that will py
down is, What are we going to do about it? Tk
question we must answer and will answer goen
There are a few of us who belicve we should seq 4
it that they are warmed, fed, and clothed.

Whe ever investigated a Catholic institution in
which were not found children of Brofestant pareat-
age? No one. Stlatistics show that the Catholic
church gained in membership in the Uniled Stals
durng 1919, 158,294, while the Prolestant churches
lost 200,000. Whao would dispute the fact that (heir
orphanages is onc of their strongholds? Shall we
iet them have our cbildren? Or shall we have 2
home ol our own where“thcy can be properly cared
for and given training that will develop them in thal
manner that will make them a great blessing (o our
churek and a lost world?

Educating Our Orphans

UDGING from the
J preparation made
for it and Lhe case

given to it, the body has
always held the most im-
portant place in the ac-
tivitics of men, 1t is
true that much attention
has been given to the
1raining of the mind, but
it has undoubtedly been
neglected  for  temporal
things. The neglect of
proper environment f{or
mental development on
the part of the masses has brought on a condition
that will nccessitate a change in our cducateinat
system. Two discoveries, in particular, have been
made that will lead to this change: First, individual
difference and its importance on future generations,
and sccend, the mind is not a thing to be sharpened
or prepared.

We have always rccognized that children differ in
that they can not be taught or controlled in the
samc way. While this difference exists and must be
recognized, we mean an entircly different thing by
individua! diffcrences. There is a wide range of
menlal abililics, beginning with the idiot and reach-
ing the prodigy, or mast brilliant. Teachers have felt
that a failure to teach some childeen was an inability
1o apply the right method 1o them. This may be
lrue in many cases, but it is nat always true. The
facts are thal many children can not comprehend cer-
ain lines of work, and it may bc they can not com-
prehend anything that can not be taught them by 2
concrete example. They may not be able to learn
what they can not do,

We have in mind just now a Jittle girl who is the
davghter ol two university professers and who has
absolutely no comprehension of numbers. She can
not be taught hcr age. Shke has often been given
coins in five, ten, and twenty-five cent values, Her
brather, whe is much younger, would be given lhe
same number of coins in penmies. Before the day
had passed, (he brather would have ail the coins of
grealest valee, white she would have Lhe pennics.,
She valued them according to their color or beauty,
bring unable to comprehend money values. You will
naturally condude that she was an idiet. You ase
exactly wrong. She was an inlelligeal ebild; but
was born short of the power to comprchend num-
bers. She is able to play the piano and is an ex-
cellent cook. She can do many useful Lhings; but if
& comprehension of numbets is necessary Lo the ac-
complishing of a task, she can not do it.

You say that the abeve menlioned case is pitiable
and, indeed, il is; but what is more pitiable is, that
there are hundreds of children in the best homes in
America that are Uorn short. I it is not a compre-
hension of numbers, it is an inability to undersland
some line of work they are expected to do. Theswe
children are often punished for not deing what they
are unable to do. This punishment i wrong and
our ignorance of their condition is 1o blame, I say,
in the most intelligent (amilics are te be found chil-
dren, who can never be cducaled according 1o our
present conception of education. Many are not nor-
mal and should not be expected te do what normal
and supcrmormal children can do. :

Mecthods are teing used to find oul the menlal
ability of the child soon after he enters school and
his teaching is governed accordingly. They do nat
stop with finding out his ability, but bis likes and
disljkes are discovered. In other words, his natural
(endencies are watched, The question is, What can
he do best? If he is an unusually bright child, he
can f(inish college; if he is not normal, he is put to
work on something ihat he can do and he is prepared
(o make an honest living.

I am sure that all will agree that this knowledge
of the child will be of great value to Lhe teacher,
the pazent, and especially will it be of great vatuc
to the child. I am not saying that the child- or his
schoolmates will know his condition. That is for
the benefit of the teacher and the parents. The
worst children are oflen found ta be abnormal; and
the things Lhat interest normal childeen will not



interest them. Much more could be said about these
things that would be of interest; but space will not
permit.

Again, the once prevalent idea that the mind can
be sharpened s being questioned, and many experi-
ments wrc proving it false. These experiments are
leading the greatest cducators to abandon the theory,
and the resull is making a new cducational system,
We shall not altempt to give proof here that the
above statement is correct; but whether we believe
it or not the ‘““culture theory” is dying and vocationai
education is taking its place. Classical languages are
being supplanted by subjects moze _nearly in line
with the work te be fo]Io\:.]rcd ﬂ[tﬁq‘-\’-

No doubt you 2r¢ wondering what thcse things
have 1o do with the subject. It has much to da with
the education of any irregular class of individuals.
In the first place, children usually {aken into elec-
mosynaty institutions are, in many cases (if not in
the majority of cases) brought from homes with
little background for mental and morzl growth. We
shall expeet a greater per cent of abnormal childeen
here than will be found in the average home. If
for no other reason than this, the education of many
of these children will necessarily be a preparation
which will enable them to carn a livelihood in a re-
spectable manrner,

Il we accomplish this wilk our orphans, their
cdueation will bave to be in the hands of a psychol-
ogist who car discover the ability of each chilé and
dircet its education properly. Their cducation can-
not procecd properly until apparatus is provided for
vocational training, We can not hape to give even
the most brilliant among our orphans a college cdu-
cation, but they can be so trained in the heme as to
enable them to securc such an education, if they de-
stre.

If we, as @ church, do less than provide everything
necessary for a well arranged vocational high school
for these children, we shali, undoubtedly, do less
than our duty to them. We shail not be able here to
cxplain what will be required to csiablish such a
school, Lut it is vnough to say that when we have
accomplished the lask, we shall have an institulion
worthy of the church.

Those who know the secrelary of our Genecal Or-
phanage Board, Brother Hudson, are convinced that
nolhing less (han the best will satisfy him. We feel,
too, that he will bc ablc to bring to these helpless
children just whal thcy nced to prepare them for
useful fives.

HILDLIFE of
cyery age and of

serves.  Perhaps our age
is giving more attenlion
to the eare and rearing
ef children than zany
other age. But it 13
again the old story of
the “favored few"” or
those of comparatively
prosperous circumstances.
What is more delightful
than to sce a home—pleasantly situated, comfort-
ably furnished, ncally cared for, reasonably previded
for—graced with the presence of children whose lives
are made happy by the care, the comfort, the sweet-
ness of true home lile, presided over by the sacred
renius of the Christian religion. This argues homes
wherein the messenger of death has not entered to
cnatch the parents ruthlessly from the midst.

But the ideal condition is often invaded by death,
and Ly the gaunt speeter of poverty; and by other
unfortunale circumstances that may prow out of
perverted lives ar sinful conditions. Thousinds ot
children that God designed should be fitled with the
laughter of joy, the sweetness of kome, the blessings
of grace, are left to beat Srom pillar to post, without
food, shelter, clothing, and above all else, thal with-
out which childlife dwarfs and perishes, fove.

While we realize thal “instilutions" are not, and
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Special Orphans’ Home Day

Sunday (November 21st) immediately pre-
ceding Thanksgiving has been set apart as
as Orphan’s Home Day. The matter has becn
presented te a number of Districk Assemblies
and wherever presented Lhey have adopted it
enthusiastically.  On this day a special serv-
iee is to be held in the interest of the home-
less chitd and an oifering taken for the waork.
We are urging all of our pastors, ¢ven in those
Districts where the matter has not been pre-
sented, to see that this matter i nol neg-
leeted By your congregation. We mwst do
something this time. We could not conceiva
of a pastor in our church who would have tap
little interest in the helpless child to refuse
to co-operate in this naliona! offering.

Literature for agitation can be secured with-
out cost from our Nazarene Publishing House
or {rom the home office, Peniel, Texas,
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can nat be, ideal as bringing the blessings of howte
fife ta these unfortunale children, nevertheless they
furnish the best substitule for such, IL is possible
that in many cases the substitute may more fully
appraximate the ideal than the real conditions from
which a child may be orphaned, for all hames are
not ideal homes.

From the early ages of Isracl’s national life God
pave instzuction te Flis prople reparding the father-
less, He says, “The fatherless which are
within thy gates, shall come, and shall eat, and be
saticfied; that the Lord thy Ged may hless thee in
all the work of thine hand which thau doest” (Deul.
14: 29). “Thou shalt not perverl Lhe judgment of
the fatherless” (24: 1F).  “When thou hast made
an end of tithing all the tithes of Lhine increase the
third year, which is the yecar of Uthing, and hast
aiven it unto Lhe Levite, the stranzer, Lthe father-
less. and Lhe widow, thal they may eat within thy
gates, and he lilled” {26:12). One of Ismel's sins
for which they were cited to repent and “wash you™
was a failure to “judge the fatherless™ (Isaiah 1:17).

Goad <leclares himself to be a “helper of the father-
less” (Psaim 10: 14) . Would there not be as great
blessing in being “lalinrers together with God” in
this work as in the mission ficld? He says He is “a
father of the fatherless” {Psalm 682 8) and to “Leave
thy fatherless children, T will preserve them alive”
{Jeremiah 49: 11). Hear God speak again, “Is not
this the fast that X have chosen? to loose the bands
ol wickedness, (o undo the heavy burdens, and to
let the oppressed po free, and that ye break cvery
voke? Ts it not ta deal thy bread 1o thc bungry,
and that thou brinz the poor that are cast out to
thy housc? when thou seest the naked, that thou
cover him; and that thau hide not thyself [rom thine
own fleshe™ {Isaizh §8: 6, 7.)

Po I hear some one say. “But these are all O]d
Testament quotations”? “All scripture is given by
inspiration of God, and is profitable ior doctrine, for
repraof, for correclion, for instruction in righteous-
ness: that the man of God may be perfect, throughly
furnished unto all good warks (2 Tim, 3:16, 17).
Te whal “scripture” does the apostle refer when he
thus speaks? Hear again, “Knowing this first. that
no prophecy of the scripture is of any private inter-
pretation. For the prophecy came not in old time by
the wilt of man: but holy men of God spake as they
were moved by the Haly Ghost” (2 Pet. 1:20, 21).
To what “scripture’ does the Spirit-inspired Peter
refer?  Wore the books of e New Testament in
existence as documents of authority? Na, venly.
Both Paut and Pcter refer to the QOld Testament.

liable to conlinye in that way when they are older.
Character is formed and destiny all but insured in
childhood. It would not be so bad if each life did
aot alfect others. Who can compute the effect of a
single life? A German statistician has traced the
wencrations of Ada Jucke, bpm in 1730, who became
. drunkard, thief, and tramp during her carecr of
jorty years. Her descendants vp to 1800 numbered
x34, of whom 709 were traced in local records by
Professor Pellman of the University of Germany—
106 were born out of wedleck, 144 werc beggars, 62
fived from charity, 181 lived disreputable lives,
There were 76 convicts, 7 of whom were murderers,
In 2 peried of seventy years, this one family cost
the almshouses, prisens, cte., $1,250,000.

We would not attempt, as the Church ol the Naz-
arene, to do this work alonc. No one church is able
to do it; but we must do our part. Qther churches
are doing their bit. Shall we be less merciful than
they ? Shall we give so heavily to other calls {or
help that we shall have ne money for the orphan
child?  Shall we be forced to say to others, “We as
a church, have no time or moncy to give to the
¢hikhen of our dead, so we leave:our orphan chil-
dren and our part of this work with you to care
for"? Shall we take our part of this great responsi-
bitity and lay it at the door of another that we may
have more lime and money to place glsewhere? No!
Mcthinks I can hear Lhe word resound from every
heart and echo throughout the corridors of every
Church of the Xzzarene. Nay, verily, we will do
our part.  We will anse and build. Build for the
present; build for the future; build for eternity.
Amen! God grant that it may be so!

We would be untrue
to the Lrust commitied unto us, and in very
deed, repudiate the gospel we preach il we
failed in meeting this, our own obligation,

In addition te meeting this oblipation, we
ran, at Lhis time, alco, establish a great Chil-
dren’s Home, where hundreds of neglecled
litle ones who have no opportunity can be
gathered, warmed, fed, and trained for suc-
cessful, useful, happy citizenship. This is a
combination thal was never presented to us
before, and will doubtless ncver be again,
And, too, it is an opportunity that will quickiy
evade aur grasp il we are slow in scizing it.
The beautilul properly, valued at more than
875,000, is deeded to the General Orphanage
Board on condition (hat they meet the in-
debtedness against the property, amounling te
a litlle Jess than $30,000. Bul this indebted-
ness was nearly all due when the schoot united
wilh the Oklahoma Nazarene ' Colteae  and
mast of the creditors are demaading their
moncy. If we suceeed in lifting this debt, we
must sccure the co-operation of the entire -
Church and others whe are interested in the
Children's Home and want to see it operaling
on a broader basis,

For this rcason, Thanksgiving Day, er the
Sunday immediately preceding i, has been se-
Jected for 2 united national offering. On this
day every pastor is urged to present the mat-”
ter to his congregation and take an offcring,
amounting to at least $1.00 a member, It is
hoped that na pastor or Sunday School super-
intendent will fail to obscrve Lthe occasion or
ils purpose.

God has blessedd us as a nation, and we
should be thankful. WWhile other countries
are torn with war and revoiution, we are en-
joying national peace. While wother caun-
tries are facing hunger and starvatian, we have
abundarce and to spare. Our .farms have
yielded bounlifully, our granaries are filled
and our ships laden.

UR manager,

Rev. Osear Hud-

son, has asgked
me to write an urticle un
some of the needs ol the
home as I sec them. The
{irst and greatest need i3
Leing  wonderfully sup-
plicd—the presence and
power of the Holy Ghost,
He is our sufficicney.

Qur home s primilive
indeed, in that our build-
ings are not all modern;
so we are doing our
work under great difficulties.  But we have a splen.
did class of children; children that have visions of
future work, Somc are preparing to be singing
evangelists, some Christian workers; others are tak-
ing.art and show some talent atong this line.

At our General Assemlly last October, we at-
tempted, under the Lord, some great things—and
onc new deparfure was made, The 2c¢tion which
made all our Nnzarenes wonder and the church
world marvel was the pledging of one million dol-
lars for Forcign Missions; then the one hundred
thousand dollats for Home Missions and Evangelism.
We have beea slow to see the need of a distinet
Home Mission work with Evangelism. 1 am sure
ihe Lord was pleased with this now depariment.
We neetd Home Missions, Church Extension; and
our forrign work must o on. We can not fail Him
at this crucial time; and we will not, I feel assured.

But while we are caring for the starving children
of India and the darkened children of Africa by
means of the work with the chiléren at all our mis-
sion stalions, we must not forget nor neglect the
children of our own fair land, some of whom are
our own Nnzarcne children.  Qh, to be compelled 10
practically shut our doors, as we do hete, in the
faces af children that have no one in all this cold
world almost breaks onc’s hearl. Many applications
for entrance comc to us, but we are overerowded
now with poor, homeless, friendless, motherless chil-
dren that we as a church agreed te care for, when we
at our last General Assembly made this .institution
one of our official institutions, Se we must not
fail in this, 1o eur thinking onc of the greatest de-
partments in our church.

This overcrowded condilion reveals our second
need—a modern home, where we can train and
teach our girls and boys how to work; and in con-
neclions therewith a2 vocational school and industrial
farm where our children ¢an be taught vocations that
will help them to go forth to make good. We
should sccure such a home at orce. The church, 1
frel sure, is going toelp us (Neh. 2: 20).

The third need #5s Dorcas Socielics in all aur
churches that will help to supply us witk shecls, pil-
fow stips, table linen, towels, and children's clothes
(rot old clothes; but new, or nearly new, clothes,
which, if they nced be made over, will be warlh the
work and time that will take Lo make them over)—
shoes, stockings, quilts, blankets, and so many other
things that go to make and keep up a home. Some
of our churches are doing nobly in this work and
other churches, our friends, are coming to our help
which is kind and greatly appreciated.

To care for fifty children is not a great task for
us as a church. A very smatl sum only from cach
¢hurch in our conncclion would be neceded to build,
equip, and operate our home. But whether we build
or no, dear sislers, see that you have a strang Doreas
Society in your cburch, He said, “Inasmuch as
ye have done it unla the least of these, ye have done
it unte me."”
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'WHAT about the art gailery, Mary?” asked
Mrs. Drake of ber friend, Mary Bruce,
whom she was visiting for a few days.
“When T was here eight years age you could hardly
talk of anything eise, and secmed to think it was to
be your Iife work in behalf of your nalive city.”

“¥es, T felt that way about it,” answered Mrs.
Bruce, “and put some of the best years' work of my
life into it." You know, Hilda,“when we graduated
iram college, T went at once to Europe with my aunt,
where we stayed two years. I spent whole days in
the art galleries of various cities we visited, and the
thought took hold on my mind that it would be &
rreat thing for the young people a2nd children of my
own city ta have a public art gallery. I [felt it
would be an uplifting influence, 2and wauid help to
train the idcas of our youlh alorg the lines of ral
beauty; and I wanted to do something warth while
for my homc town, Father, you know, had grown
up in the place—mazking 2ll of his maney, and achiev-
ing success as a business man right here, He always
felt that a citizen owed much to the town shich had
given him his opportunities, so that he was not only
a public-spirited man himself, but be preached it to
brother and me.”

“You made quite 2 success of it, I am sure,” said
Mrs. Drake. “You wrote me a few limes about it;
and then I read newspaper notices of the collection
of really [inc paintings you were largely instrumental
in sccuring for the city.”

“Oh, I had a good deal of help from influcntial
citizens,” said Mrs. Bruce, “and the building with
its conlents is looked upan as z credit to Lhe city.
But Hilda, T have lost my interest in the work; or,
rather, I am interested in work which is vastly more
important. I have been putling my very best efforts
for three years now into an orphanage work., I am
a member of Lhe woman's board of the Johns Mem-
orial Orphanage, and really we arc doing all we can
to make a home for children who are left without
father or mother to care for them; and to.give them
2 training-and cducation which makes it possible for
them to have a chance in life.  The ather work which
claims parl of my time is that of bettering conditions
for young girls who arc making Lheir living in offices
and stores and mills, many of them away (rom their
homes and home infleences.”

“Tell me, Mary, how you were led into this linc of
work."”

Mrs. Brnce smiled and said, "Trereby hangs a tale.
It came about in this way: One Sunday night our
pastor prezched a very carnest sermon, using Paual's
words in 1 Corinthians 3: 10-15 as his text. In this
passage the apostle draws a vivid word-picture in
order to teach a most solemn truth. He represents
himself as 1 wise master builder, Jaying a massive and
indestruclible foundation which is Jesus Christ. Then
he points out that therc are many workmen build-
ing on this foundation. They are the foflowers of
Christ, and the walls they erecl are Luilt of Uwe
deeds and activities which make vp their lives in this
world. They are all busy, building some sort of a
structure, but how diiferent! Onc is putting the
finest gold into his building and another is using
silver. Some build with wood; and there are those
who are putting in all their time with hay and stub.
ble! But Paul warns us that a day of tesling is po-
ing to come-~x day in which a ficrce and dreadful
fire will sweep over the scene, trying out each picce
of work to see if it will be able to abide. .

“¢It will be 2 day of great loss for many,” said
Paul. 'Fair and beautiful buildings will go up in
smoke and ashes; and whilc the builders may escape
wilh their lives they will have lost everything; they
will be bankrupt—paupers—with nothing te show
for their life’s labor, But ather buildings will stand
the heat of the fiereest flames. They are built of
indestructible materials material which even lire can
not destroy.’ What is the lesson? Not that people
should build—they are doing that whether they are
conscious of it or not. But that they should take
heed to the material they put’into their building.

“That night I Izy awake quite awhile, thinking
about my lifc in the light of Paul’s words. I bore
the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and knew that
had been really converted when 2 young girl, T felr
that I lIoved my Savior and wanted to honor Him.
But what about the building I was doing on this
foundation? Of what material was it composed, and
would it stand the test of that livry day?

And as theze was much love in the hum-
ble place, it was net without some happincss; that
is, uniil the mother was taken fataliy ill a few days
since.

"It is very sad jor a child to be left an orphan,
absolulely alone in the warld, isn’t it?' he asked,
and he gazed at me very intently, as ii he were
looking inte the very battom of my soul, awny down
deeper than 1, myself, had ever seen.

“‘But.’ he continued, ‘this building was ecrected,
you told me, with the object of uplifting and en-
nobling pcople. - And it may be that some have
been so stirred by this scene of painted suffering
that they are secking aut cases of real sorrow, like
that of (this little orphan child, and will sce that
she has lender care and pratection. Do you think
that many have boen uplifted in this way?’

“I shook my head silently, for all at once I know
that art could not be depended upon to influence
people like that. My visitor went from room to
room, quictly and in a leisurely manner, as if he
was really interesled in what he saw. He lingered
for some Jiltic time in an alcove given over to
Chinese curios, Jacquer work, carving and embraid-
ery, examining each article attentively.

““This is a really wonderint work, he said. “‘If
the Chincse are capable of such achievements with-
out the aid of the Gospel, what might they be-
come with it? But ¥ am glad to see that your
city is interested in these people, and that means
that you wilf help them.’ .

"Ch, fidw ashamed 1 was, Hilda; for I knew that
iy realily mwe cared nothing about the beople them-
erlves; wej had merely taken a pride in baving an
=hibit of /their work. -

“And then we came to a long hall, filled with
plaster casts, life-sized copies of famous statues and
groups. This had becn a pet project of mine and
I had worked myself nearly to death in scveral big
bazaars to raise money for it. Often I had stood
in this hall, gazing at ils throng of graceful white
figures, my heart filled with prdde and pleasure.
But that fecling was gonc, and I found mysell
glancing sideways at the angel, to see what he
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thought about it. There were no signs of disapproval
in his gentle face, however, and then he said: *What
an outlay of time and patience, work and moncy,
this hall represents.

probably save her. But surely, a city which has
such an artistic appreciation of youth,' and he waved
his hand toward the costly paintings which sur-
rounded us, ‘is.seeing fo it (hat its living boys ami
girls, and young men and maidens have cvery infiu-
ence and surrounding which will help them make
gootl and noble men and women ol themsclves.”

“Oh, but il is nat!” T exclaimed miserably. “We
hgve lavished time and moncy upen thesc lifelese
imilations, and have c¢ared so little aboul the real
human beings who Tive and struggic and dic within
aur gates,

YA strange blindness,” he said quietly, ‘for a city's
most  valuable possessions, its greatest assets, ils
hopes for the fulure, yes, its teuest works of art, are
found in the bodies and souls of its boys and girls.
Why will men and cities and nations busy them
selves with hay and stubble, when they might be
building with the purest, finest, most indestructible
material 2’ R

““He looked at me so sorrowflully, that I broke
into sobbing, and awoke, my angelic guest gonc.
But I know, Hilda, whatl I had been building with:
painted canvass 2nd bits of clay and porcelain.
things which would not stand the heat of an earthly
fire. !

“T was like Baalim, thc man ‘having his eyes
open,’ and from that night I have left it for other:

FOUNDERS OF PEACE

“Blessed ore the peacertakers: for they sholl
be called the children of God” (Matt, 5).

HOSE who are the possessors of the king-

dom of hcaven poixcss character'stics

whith give identification of the fact. Here
the characteristic is that af peacemaker, and this
we are sure is greatly needed in the world and
the Church. We preach the gospel of peace as
the need of man, and why not? Has not man
and God been at variance? In the divine record
we learn Lhat rebellion since the fall of Adam
has ever existed in the heart of man against God.
The congregation that Jesus had on the Mount
were in the transgression, They had moved away
from God and in spile ol prophet, ptiest and
king had never sought to make peace with Him,
The initiative for peace was made by God. He
was the Founder of peace. That is the signifi-
cance of the term in the text, “Bleised are the
Jounders of peace: for they shall be called the
children of God"

Turning to the records of our times we are
struck with (he emphasis that is iaid on such
names as Wanamaker, Ficld, Colgate, Colvil'e,
because they were the founders of rich com-
mercial concerns, or on such names as Shafts-
bury, F. E, Clark, Williary Booth, John Wesley,
because they were the founders of great moral
and spiritual movements, But here in this
beatitude js something far more wonderiul to the
true child of God.

The God of peace is the Founder of peace.
The initiative for prace came by Him. It was
the outcome of His love. He was the architect
of prace. It was His plan. He was the ageat
of peace. Tt was exrried through under His
supervision.  He was the purchaser of peace.
He paid the price in the persen of His own Son.
Turning {0 the Word and reading Colossiins
1:20, “And bhaving made peace through the
blood of his cross, by him to reconcile sl
things unto himself,” we are met with this
beautiful thought that Jesus Christ is the highest
Faunder of prace. He was wiiling to dic to
make peace. Willing to suffer shame and give
His blood to bring peace on the carth. He was
the Founder of peace between God and man.
No wonder His praise i sung in heaven and
carth, No wonder so many are glad to follow
Him, and through Him scek to be founcers of
peace now.

No prafessed child ol God should be devoid
of Lhis characterictic. It is an c¢ternal honor to
be a founder of peace, It carrics with it the
blessing of God, the gond will of man, and the
inward acknowiedgment that the birthright is
maintained.

You are not le wait on the other person
moving towards you. You are Lo iniliate peace.
You are to plan, and carry out and pay the price
of peace with your brother. Gog did that and so
must you. You would plan and work and sweat
to found some great enterprise.

This is making the warld
better, and saving souls, and defeating the Devil,
and filling heaven.

Of courze it is recognized that not ewvgry ane
will be reconciled to you. That is alse trux of
God, but He did not fail in His part. He did
*he best possible to leave tke world wi hout ex-
ruse.  Qur standard must be as hich. Here is
the procedure, “Therelore if thou bring thy gift
to the altar, and there rememberest that thy
Lrother hath aught against thee; Leave therc
thy gift tofore the altar, and ge thy way; [irst
te reconciled to thy hrother, znd then comze and
offer thy gift” Matt, 5:23, 24, Paul sirikes the
same thought when he writes these words, “If

it be possible, as much as in you licth, be at
peace with all men.” It lies wilh you to ¢ncom-
pass cvery broken fellowship wilh the cnergy
of the Haly Ghost, to never ccase in the effort
to be all one it Christ Jesus, and ta count no
sacrificc too greal to win the heart that has
refused your approaches.

The founders of peace have to deal with many
deticate situations, and we susgest the follow-
ing as foundalions to make peate posible,

First. Exhort both sides (o remember the
rassage, “Whatsocver you do in word and dee,
“p alt in the name of the Lord Jewus" This
would make it impossible for any one professing
to love Jesus to conlinue such a profession and
wilfully live in disagreement with his brother.
Vo one could quarrel with another in the nime
of the Lord Jesus Christ.

Sceond, Never fan the fire of ctrife aor dis-
sension, Take the attilude that your interest
in their trouble is a spiritual one. That you are
concerned about their testimony, aboul the henor
of the cause and Lhe glory of God. Belittle their
contentions in the light of the judgment. Show
that earnakity through pride, sell-csteem, ant self-
tove is on (he throne of their h.arls, and ¢an e-
quently Jesus, the lover of their souls, has been
dispraced and dishonored.

Third. Pleud the teaching of Jesus, The doc-
trine of Jesus is forgive, forgive, FORGIVE, "I
«ay not unto lhice, Until coven times, but, Until
seventy limes seven,” Show that we can not be
fargiven unless we forgive. Oh, Fow many will
loze heaven because they have lo:t their brother
through not seeking forgiveness., Misunderstand-
ings lead ta anger, anger leads to words, words
Lo bilterness, bittermess to backsliding, back-
sliding to hcll. What a elorious work to be a
founder of peace, to lead men Lo forgive and
make peace, so as to keep the Jove of cach other
and go to heaven at last.

OTWITHSTANDING much abuse and

misuse of the word service in modern

churchanity it still remains 2 fact that
its place in the true Christian’s life is of supreme
importance. "Saved to serve,” and “the Baptism
of the Holy Spirit for service”™ may be doctrinally
wrong and thereforc the occasion of grave error:
but judged only by its fruits, the true Christian life
may appear lo be in perfect harmony with such
teaching. For of 2 truth, 1o be saved is to serve,
and to be baptized with the Holy Spirit is to real-
ize an impulse and inspiration to service, a love for
seevice, and a power and glary in scrvice never be-
fore known,

Along with many other marks of apostasy, luke-
wirmness and the waxing <old of the love of many,
the standard of scrvice maintained by the modern
church can not be overlooked. We lament the
surrender ol creeds which bave been wen at great
cust and maintained by a holy ministry and laity
for centurics; and yet is their loss any more la-
mentable than the child's play, lhe community pro-
wrams and general conception of Christian service
that is everywhere being substituled for that heraic
proclamation and defense of the pospel of Chrixt
by word and decd that established and maintained
the Church of God in other days?

We do not speak of these thiogs mercly to lament
or deride present-day affairs, but rather that, fully
alert to Lhe situation, we may avaid slumbling and
fallinig by the same way; that as a church, and os-
pecially as young people, we may see to it that
the standard of service e:slablished by Christ and
bis {ollowers be ours.

In the August number of Printer’s fnk Monthly, a
journal of printed salesmanship, Bruce Barton de-
clares that 1the Bible standard of service is the only
ane that can win in the world oi business and indus-
try. He nuotes Christ's statement, “And whosoever
will be chief among you, let him be your scrvant,”
and contends that it is not merely o pretty senti-
ment or slandard impossible of adaptation to a
hard, praclical world, but in (ruth the very spring
ol success. He conlinues:

“Every single advertisement, almost, is written
without that thought. *We arc the greatest manu-
facturers of slorage batteries’ onc advertiser says.

thirg. Arise and shine is heard on every hand. Con-
vention and confcrence, synod and assembly alike
exhort us to do so. Bul how? By boasting of our
meinbership, its number and character; of our pos:
sessions or our equipment?  Nay, but by service.
Sin has not ceasedd to pay its slaves the same
terribte wage that it did in the past.  Sorrow and
suffering, wreckage and ruin are to e scen on every
hand.  Will we go forth te prove by decd, as well
as word, that “we will crawl under™ the burden
that sin imposes and Joads on poor humanity, oft-
cner and more cheetfully than any other group af
