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Bear ye  one another’s 
burdens, and so fulfil the 
law of Christ.
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David declared that love for the Lord’s courts, reliance 
upon His strength, and utter abandonment to His ways would 
develop an individual who, when traveling through parched 
valleys of drought and sorrow, would alter conditions and leave 
permanent blessings for those who might follow (Psalms 
8 4 :1 -6 ) .

Came one of those “gray” days for me—problems, pres­
sures, and vanishing expectations. T he going had been rough 
—the outlook was poor. I knew that situations could get worse. 
Then I met a friend of other days. We talked; he smiled and

reported on places he had been and things he had done. He 
talked of victories won for Christ. I never mentioned the 
things that had made my day gloomy. Fifteen minutes had 
passed so quickly—my friend left and I was alone again, but 
things seemed different. My problems were not so difficult 
as I had originally thought. Pressures had lowered; I saw how 
some things could be salvaged. It would not be a total loss. 
My steps were quicker—my heart was lighter—my arm seemed 
stronger. Yes, I had met one of those travelers who left wells 
in the “valley of Baca.”

It was just a usual prayer meeting—nothing outstanding 
about the songs, prayers, or testimonies. I had read a short 
scripture lesson and had given a brief message. A mediocre 
prayer meeting was about to become drab history when a little 
man with face all aglow walked in. He smiled and said, “I know 
prayer meeting is about over, but I would like to testify.” 
Everyone straightened up. T he atmosphere had already begun 
to change. W e listened with keen interest and watched his eyes 
sparkle as he told of the change in his life since he met Jesus. 
He told of his great joy in the Master’s service, and of his un­
changing purpose to be true to Christ. I said, “Amen!” Others 
said, “Amen!” T he atmosphere seemed so light and free. We 
stood to sing another song. Then a stranger—a lady who had 
never been in our church before—came to the altar to pray. 
In a few moments a prodigal had come home. T he prayer 
meeting closed amid shouts of victory. T . A. Mercer had turned 
a “valley of Baca” prayer meeting into one with springing 
wells. Let me live a life that will refresh others!

L A Gift to Receive
No subject can be of greater im portance to the 

child of G od than  the personal m inistry of the 
Holy Spirit. T h e  Holy Spirit is the T h ird  Person 
of the T rin ity , and  He is the Executive of the G od­
head for this day and  dispensation. All that God 
does for us and  all th a t we do for H im  m ust be done 
through the power of the Holy Spirit. H e is the 
Spirit of Com fort for consolation, the Spirit of 
T ru th  for education, the Spirit of Cleansing for 
purification, the Spirit of Freedom for liberation, 
the Spirit of Power for ou r declaration, .the Spirit 
of Blessing for edification, the Spirit of Conviction 
for regeneration, the Spirit of Pentecost for sanc­
tification, and the Spirit of Prayer for intercession.

Jesus said, “It is expedient for you th a t I go 
away: for if I go no t away, the Com forter will not 
come u n to  you; b u t if I depart, I will send him  
unto you” (John 16:7). W hen Jesus ascended in to 
the presence of the Father, the Holy Spirit was 
then given to the disciples. Someone has said that 
the Book of the Acts can be ou tlined simply as 
follows: Jesus w ent u p —the Holy Spirit came down 
—and the disciples w ent out.

T oo  often in  the church world we try to carry 
on the work of God w ithout the m inistry of the 
Holy Spirit. One of the outstanding church leaders 
of ou r day has said, “T h e  Holy Spirit is no t central 
in our present-day C hristianity. T h e  alm ost entire 
absence of emphasis upon the Spirit has im pover­
ished the m ain stream  of Christianity. I t  often 
degenerates in to  a mere hum anistic striving to be 
good.” A nother outstanding C hristian leader and 
educator has said, “Most Christians are a sorry 
lot since they are w ithout strong faith  and  w ithout 
healthy doubts. T hey mostly ju st live. W hat is 
needed is th a t they pass on to  a fuller experience 
of fellowship of the Father’s will. W hat is needed 
is a higher grade of experience, a filling of m en’s 
lives by the Holy Spirit.”

W hile every born-again C hristian has the m inis­
try of the Holy Spirit in his life in a measure, yet 
the fullness of the Spirit of God m ust come as a

gift, b u t this gift is for everyone. We read in  Acts 2: 
“Now when they heard this, they were pricked in 
their heart, and said un to  Peter and to the rest of 
the apostles, M en and brethren, w hat shall we do? 
T hen  Peter said un to  them, R epent, and be bap­
tized every one of you in the nam e of Jesus Christ 
for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the 
gift of the Holy Ghost. For the promise is un to  
you, and to your children, and to all that are afar 
off, even 3s many as the Lord our God shall call” 
(vv. 37-39).

T o  be born of the Spirit is one thing; to be filled 
with the Spirit is yet another, and the Apostle Paul 
said, “Be not drunk  with wine, wherein is excess; 
bu t be filled w ith the S pirit” (Ephesians 5:18). 
T his filling of the Spirit is the need of every child 
of God. I t  is the divine enablem ent. No one can 
live a consistent Christian life w ithout the power 
of the Holy Spirit operating in his life. Good in ­
tentions, resolutions, godly associates, church labors, 
all fall short of m aking you the kind of victorious 
C hristian you need to be. T here  is only one sure 
cure for the hum an heart and life—the gift of the 
Holy Ghost.

T he  Christian life a t its highest and best is a 
struggle. In  the life of the most spiritual Christians 
there are bound to be great spiritual struggles. 
Even the Spirit-filled m an will pass through trials, 
tem ptations, and darkness. If a m an does not have 
the power of the Holy Spirit in his life, trials will 
give way to fretting, tem ptations to sin, darkness to 
despair. But with the power of the Holy Spirit 
working in  his life, in the m idst of trial there will 
be encouragem ent, in  the m idst of tem ptation there 
will be victory, in  the m idst of darkness there will 
be a light shining.

Shall we pray. “O God, we plead this day for the 
ministry of T hy Holy Spirit in  all His fullness. 
May every child of God yield his all to Thee, that 
the Spirit of God may fill and control w ithout 
measure, we ask in  Jesus’ name. Am en.”

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I t  doesn’t take much of a man to be a Christian—

But It Takes All There Is of Him

I t  was Dwight L. Moody who said: “I t  doesn’t 
take much of a m an to be a Christian, b u t it takes 
all there is of him .”

In  Genesis 22:16-18 we read these words: “Be­
cause thou hast done this thing, . . .  I will m ultiply 
thy seed as the stars of the heaven, . . . because 
thou hast obeyed my voice.”

Complete obedience to the will of God is all 
th a t it takes to be a Christian.

From  th a t day in  the long, long ago when God 
spoke the above words to A braham  u n til this day, 
m en have been learning this tru th . A nd as A bra­
ham  learned, so shall all others learn, th a t when 
they surrender to H im  the one th ing above all 
else dearest to their hearts, th a t same th ing  is 
returned  to them  by H im  a thousand times over.

O ur world has become a complex w orld—but 
always our God has shown himself to be vaster and 
m ore powerful than any age of power in  the past, 
including this age of nuclear power in which we 
are living. We are overwhelmed by the m am m oth 
power m an holds in  his hands today, and his m oral 
responsibility for the use of it. W e are suddenly 
aware of a force, distance, and a consummate order 
in  the universe which stagger our minds.

Today the world is all agog about a 185-pound 
ball of m etal w hirling 500 miles in  space. M an is 
fearful of atomic destruction. People are banding 
together as never before in history to advance the 
cause of religion. T h e  religious life of America is 
being revitalized. W hat is the reason? M an is 
afraid. A fraid of w hat lies ou t in  the future! 
T here  is little  doub t th a t the dawn of the atomic 
age has been accompanied by a conviction in  the 
m inds of m ankind th a t it is time to look the future 
seriously in  the face, time to seek God, to com­
m unicate with Him , for all of us need direct gu id­
ance in  our search for help  at this time.

M an has the best chance in  all history to find 
this help, for today we have the freedom to read 
His W ord, to attend  His places of worship, to 
worship H im  as we choose. M en were burned at 
the stake, persecuted in  every possible way known 
to man, to give us this religious freedom we enjoy 
today.

“One pint of liquor has 1,400 calories, it has no proteins, no minerals, and no vitamins.”

B ut only as we realize this tru th , as we recognize 
and follow G od’s guidance, as we place everything 
th a t we have, including ourselves, a t the foot of 
the Cross, shall we really be the persons Christ 
wants us to be.

T h e  story is to ld of a colored b ro ther who, at 
a camp m eeting, tried  to give him self to God. 
Every night a t the a lta r he consecrated himself; 
b u t every nigh t before he left the m eeting the 
devil w ould come to him  and  convince him  that 
he d id  no t feel any different and  therefore he was 
not consecrated.

Again and  again he was beaten back by the 
adversary. Finally one evening he came to the 
m eeting w ith an  ax and  a big stake. A fter conse­
crating him self he drove the stake in to  the ground 
just where he had  knelt. As he was leaving the 
building, the devil came to him  as usual and  tried 
to make him  believe th a t i t  was all a farce.

A t once he went back to the stake and, po in ting  
to it, said, “Look here, M r. Devil, do you see th a t 
stake? W ell, th a t’s my witness th a t G od has for­
ever accepted m e.” Im m ediately the devil left him  
and  he had no fu rther doubts on the subject.

Salvation is every m an’s personal concern. I t  is 
n o t confined to  the age in  which we live—“Jesus 
Christ the same yesterday, and  to day, and  for 
ever”—this deep spiritual tru th  fosters the re la tion­
ship between G od and  m an.

“T h e  Lord know eth them  th a t are his. And, 
Let every one th a t nam eth the nam e of Christ 
depart from  in iquity ,” (II T im othy  2:19) wrote 
Paul to T im othy. T here  are m any who claim  the 
name of “C hristian” b u t they cannot deceive their 
Judge, who know eth those th a t are His.

T h e  R om an censors would no t perm it the wicked 
son of Africanus to wear a ring  on which his fa ther’s 
likeness was engraved, for they declared, “H e who 
is so unlike his father is unw orthy to wear his 
father’s p ic tu re .” So there are many nom inal 
Christians who are so unlike their M aster th a t they 
are unw orthy of bearing the name. A life which 
bears no resemblance to C hrist’s life, in  its strivings, 
if not in  its attainings, has no righ t to be called 
a Christian life.

A very ancient le tter w ritten, it is believed, in 
the second century after Christ to a m an nam ed 
Diogenet was ex tan t u n til the year 1870, when it 
was burned in  the siege of Strassburg. B u t copies 
of it had been m ade and  it had  been prin ted . In 
this rem arkable letter, which belongs to the oldest
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writings of the C hristian Church, there is this de­
scription of Christians of that era:

“T h e  Christians live upon  the earth, b u t their 
life is in  Heaven. T hey  obey the existing laws, bu t 
surpass them  in  their lives. T hey love all and  are 
persecuted by all. They are no t known, and  yet 
are judged. T hey are p u t to death, and  they live. 
They are poor, and  they make many rich. They 
are scorned, and  they bless. T hey do good and as 
evil-doers are punished w ith death. By the Jews 
they are held  as strangers, by the Greeks they are 
persecuted, and  their enemies cannot give the 
reason for their hostility. In  short, what the soul 
is to the body, th a t the Christians are in  the world. 
. . . T h e  im m ortal soul dwells in  the m ortal body, 
and the Christians dwell in  a tem poral world, 
awaiting eternity in  heaven.”

In  order to be a Christian, m an m ust have the 
Spirit of Christ; and  in order to have the Spirit 
of Christ, m an m ust see what Jesus saw in a hum an 
soul; and then, as Christ gave His all, m an m ust 
be w illing to give his all, be it little  or much.

Rem em ber, “I t  doesn’t take m uch of a m an to 
be a Christian, b u t it takes all there is of him .”

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eating and  sleeping, in order to care lor our m ajor 
duty of prayer. T his was based on the exam ple

and bids him  in Jesus’ nam e to arise and 
walk; why look ye on us, as though we by 
our own power m ade this m an to walk and 
leap and  praise God? Nay, verily, b u t by 
faith in Jesus’ nam e His prom ised power 
w rought this soundness in him . Let him 
leap, let him  walk; give him  this first 
chance he ever had. Surely it is a new 
world to him ; old things have passed away, 
and behold all things are become new. I 
feel like help ing him  shout the victory.

T his case is only a true type of every 
unconverted soid. H ere they are lying at 
the gate of our opportunity . We see them  
m aim ed in all kinds of sin’s deform ation; 
they are down, floundering, struggling, 
groaning, and crying for a han d  of help 
and relief. T he Pentecostal baptism  means 
that we m ust stand ready to help  them  up. 
We m ust have Him , the Holy Ghost abid­
ing, empowering, quickening, energizing, 
im pelling, teaching, unctionizing and m ak­
ing us efficient co-workers with God in 
saving and sanctifying souls.

W ars always bring  increased profanity. In  war 

people are taught to be “ tough” in speech as well 
as in action. I t  is as though the bottomless p it 
belched verbal fire and brim stone. W hat is gen­
erally regarded in  norm al times as “bad language” 
becomes colloquial usage. M ilitary camps seem to 
breed it and then it is carried over in to  civilian 
speech.

I
T hu s it is that, after every war, those who stand 

for decency in  the use of language have to wage 
an uphill fight to recover lost ground. Such an 
effort is needed now. Profanity has become so 
common that even children shout it at each other 
on their playgrounds.

T he  churches have been im m orally silent as to 
this m oral deterioration  in  our Am erican life. 
Often now in  Congress, legislatures, in some public 
speeches and in  the public press vulgar and pro­
fane language seems to be taken for granted. I t  is 
a time to call a halt. W e need to rem ind the people 
that decency is as much in the m anner of speech 
as it is in  anything else. Profanity is a moral 
menace, because it so often is a symbol of personal 
and public abandonm ent of ideals and common 
reverence for God, life, and persons. I t  is the stim u­
lant of malice and the forerunner of violence.

II
Im precations and curses are the most awful 

instances of profanity. Frequently do we hear men 
using language of the most profligate character and 
associating the nam e God w ith it. Many well- 
m eaning persons err in  this way and sometimes 
Christians in terlard  the nam e of God with trifling 
or worldly conversation. How common is this sin! 
It is one of our national vices. G od’s people should 
lay it to heart.

T he  C hristian position is that profanity is for­
bidden by God. No reader of the Bible can plead 
ignorance as an excuse for profanity. I t strikes at 
the root of all reverence for religion. How can 
God be esteemed, and adored, and venerated if 
men use his nam e profanely? It means that there 
is no fear of God, no regard for his holy wrath,

no respect of his majesty, 110 acceptance of his 
authority. All this encourages an irreligious state 
of the hum an heart. I t  destroys any pious feeling 
and ridicules true seriousness of character.

We have to adm it that in the time in which we 
live men struggle to be gay in an atm osphere of 
fear, to be as reckless as they wish to be sensual, 
to be callous because they wish to be worldly. 
Actually it is the forerunner of almost every sin, 
however vile and awful. Profanity goes along with, 
as well as goes before, a yielding to anger, revenge 
and bitterness.

I t is all so futile. Profanity does not gratify any 
passion, it furnishes no enjoyment, it produces a 
sense of guilt, it does not procure any advantage. 
I t leaves men and women unclean and they are 
aware of it. I t  is a superfluity of sin, a causeless, 
stupid, senseless crime against God, even the true 
and blessed God.

I l l
T he cure is to develop the spirit of reverence 

for God and man. Reverence is the highest re­
ligious attitude. We may also say that it is the 
loftiest social attitude. W e degrade not only our­
selves b u t our breth ren  whenever we address them  
with profane language. Likewise a reverence for 
personality increases the respect which we have one 
to the other. T his reverence will make its influence 
felt on society. I t  will check vice and keep in 
bounds certain glaring and im pious behavior.

Profanity curses society; it blights every lovely 
thing; it is fearful in its effect on the young, who 
soon catch the spirit and im itate what they hear. 
Filthiness of speech leads to filthy living.

As Christians we should contend against pro­
fane speech because of this very im portant conse­
quence; it hardens the heart of the m an who uses it. 
Perhaps th a t is the reason why it is employed so 
often in these days where there is sickness and 
pain when undergoing operations. Soldiers have 
to be hardened for the field of battle, sailors have 
to be toughened for the risks at sea, workers in 
factories have to be steeled for their dangerous vo­
cations. All this seems to develop looseness in 
speech, viciousness in the employm ent of terms. 
T he  worst is that it excludes all excellency and 
opens the floodgates to vileness and hardness of 
heart.

T h a t is the reason why to blaspheme G od’s 
name was made a capital offense under the law 
(Leviticus 24:16). In  tu in , judgm ents have fallen 
instantly upon perjurers, upon wicked persons who
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have im precated G od’s wrath. Heaven cannot be 
inhabited  by the profane. I t  is a sin peculiar to 
hum anity in its fallen estate. I t is to be seriously 
doubted w hether a fallen angel would ever stoop 
to be so vile.

Let us prom ote the solemn consideration of the 
grandeur and glory of God and the elevation of 
sinful m an through the saving work of our Lord 
Jesus Christ. Advocate wherever possible that 
people guard their lips and watch against the rising 
of profanity in  the heart. G od’s Holy Spirit can 
change any life and, when he does, the best 
speech will come from it. Further, let every Chris­
tian  be a striking exam ple in reverencing G od’s 
name. Let their conduct and influence check bold 
transgressors, instruct children and  set before men 
everywhere the beauty of decent speech.—J o h n  W.

Three-Minute 
Car Wash!*

By  L. J. DU BOIS

Actually I have no in ten tion  of w riting about the 
business of washing cars, the quick way or the slow 
way. I want to direct our a ttention , rather, to the 
m atter of dealing with seekers at the a lta r of prayer. 
T he  question is this: Are we attem pting to run  a 
“three-m inute car wash” type of a lta r service, or 
are we taking the time that is necessary to deal 
adequately with the particu lar individual who is 
there? P u tting  it this way, we can see im m ediately 
that there are grave dangers in trying to  push seek­
ers too fast or in attem pting to ru n  them  all 
through the same procedure. Let us th ink  together 
as Christian workers.

1. T he  time factor m ust no t be a consideration 
when we are dealing with souls. T h a t is, we should 
no t believe th a t we can have an a lta r service of 
only ten m inutes or fifteen m inutes or even th irty 
minutes. W hen people come to seek God we must 
cover the clock and plan to stay w ith them  un til 
their needs are met.

2. W e m ust deal with each person individually 
in his quest for God. W hile we are exponents of 
personal salvation it is am azing how m uch we ex­
pect to get done cn masse. Salvation is personal; 
it is found only as an individual meets the con­
ditions of God for him. T he  choice to go with 
God is a personal choice; the act of com plete con­
secration is a personal dedication. W e cannot make 
these for the seeker no m atter how keenly we m ight 
desire to do so.

3. W e m ust see the im portance of growth as well 
as crisis in G od’s dealings with people. I t  is not 
possible for everyone to know the full light which 
the m ature C hristian has on certain phases of 
divine tru th . I t is not possible for all to have a 
full grasp of all the dem ands of God on their lives. 
Give God time.

4. Certain people may not yet be ready to meet 
the full dem ands which God is placing on their 
lives. Even though we may w ant ever so m uch to 
simplify this m atter of seeking and finding God 
(and some do make it too com plicated), actually 

many folks face involved and intricate issues which 
they m ust resolve in  their own m inds before they 
can be w illing to give God righ t of way in  their 
lives. Give them time.

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5. M any people need instruction in  their seek* 
ing. W hile it is true th a t some need to "pray 
th rough” and  any interference w ith this would 
h inder ra ther than  help them, there are others who 
do need help and  guidance. They can find  this 
help only through a clear understanding of the 
Bible tru th , an understanding of the steps they 
must take toward God, and an understanding of 
just how this all is to be practically worked out 
in their lives. Give them help.

6 . H urried , un in telligen t praying on the part of 
the seeker leads to a shallow a n d /o r  ineffectual ex­
perience. M uch of the sagging of C hristian experi­
ences which have been labeled as backsliding really 
has been poor praying to begin with. I t  is the 
responsibility of the worker to give the seeker a 
firm base upon which he can pray his prayer; else 
how can he find  a sure victory?

7. W e m ust no t be afraid  to urge people to go 
home, keep praying, and come back to pray at a 
later time if it seems th a t is w hat they need. T oo 
many of us operate un der the “now or never” 
philosophy of dealing with seekers. T his actually 
applies to a m inority of seekers. If we crowd the 
others at the place of prayer to give a testimony 
before they have faced and m et the real issues, we 
have done them  harm . Let them  die out.

8 . We m ust apply an unusual am ount of wisdom 
in urging seekers to “ take it by faith .” T he  holiness 
writers through the years have pointed ou t that 
there is a very close relationship between real sur­
render and  full consecration and faith. Usually 
when one meets the conditions, clearly and defi­
nitely, his faith  is not far behind. Of course, there 
are exceptions b u t w ith these the worker must 
exercise m uch wisdom. T o  be careless here is to 
attem pt to work a form ula of presum ption rather 
than one of faith.

9. Let us follow the S pirit’s leadings in  the 
use of music. Music can move m en’s hearts. All 
have seen the w orth of the G od-anointed special 
song or the carefully selected invitation hymn. 
However, we m ust see that the chorus or song at 
the a ltar is used with discretion. If we are not 
careful we shall develop a pattern  of “singing them 
through,” which may not have much relationship 
to true praying or a sound m eeting of conditions. 
Moved emotions may be confused with the lifting 
of condem nation.

10. W e m ust see the place of and the value of 
personal work with the seeker as a supplem ent to 
the public altar. Just because the public a ltar is 
our first choice as a m ethod of helping people to 
God, let us no t do away with the private place 
of prayer w ith those who have “h it a snag” in  their 
praying. Also, some persons need the qu iet of the 
pastor’s study or the seclusion of their own hom e 
to pray intelligently. L et’s stay w ith them  un til 
they find real victory.

Mt. M cKinley—20,300 feet.” In  the background 
rises the majestic, snow-capped peak of the highest 
m ountain in  N orth  America.

I t  will take men, strong m en, brave men, coura­
geous m en to m eet the challenge of the vast u n ­
explored regions of th a t country. T h e  life offered 
is no t easy. T h e  promises of luxury are not 
suggested. All the potentials of silver, gold, iron, 
lead, zinc, and o ther products lie buried  in  this 
hard, frozen, rocky terrain  w aiting only for men 
who are equal to  the difficult task.

As I sit here at my desk this last day of 1957 
and reminisce, I cannot help  b u t recall the recent 
achievements in  the area of Sputniks and in ter­
continental missiles. M en are conquering space. 
I t is d ifficult to predict the fu tu re  because it is 
beyond ou r com prehension. T h e  governments of 
the world are calling for youth to give themselves 
to the various fields of the sciences, no t only to 
achieve, b u t also for the very preservation of 
civilization.

My m ind is b rought back to the great fact that 
1958 is the Golden Anniversary year of the Church 
of the Nazarene. I ask myself, Am I ready? W ill 
I give myself to the task of conquering new peaks 
in prayer and devotion?

Reasons for Its 
Instantaneousness

Various reasons have been given by leaders in 
the holiness movement for the instantaneousness 
of the blessing of entire sanctification. Wesley, 
chiefly, emphasized one, though he d id  give a 
place to at least two more arguments. His m ain 
proof for the fact that the blessing of entire sanc­
tification is instantaneous was that we get it by 
faith. I t  seems that from the very beginning of 
his Christian life, yes, even before he had a vital 
heart experience, he longed for a pure heart, 
C hristian perfection, holy intentions. More than  
that, he thought that such a state was possible in 
this life. I t is difficult to find a time in  Wesley’s 
religious life before he was sanctified wholly when 
a longing for perfect love, or Christian perfection, 
was no t the dom inant note.

He did not get it in a hurry, though. W e have 
no reason to believe th a t he got it before his 
Aldersgate experience, or that he received it there. 
T h a t experience was the bringing in to his heart 
of a vital, Christian life. He never claimed for it 
more than that. I t  was a w onderful experience, 
bu t still it d id not satisfy his heart. He continued 
to long for the blessing of entire sanctification. 
T h en  he gives the reason why the blessing had 
not yet come to him . I t  was because he had  been 
trying to get it by works and no t by faith.

Finally the Holy Spirit whispered to him  that 
this blessing, just like the first, was to be obtained 
by faith. T his brought new and glorious light 
to him. If entire sanctification comes by faith, then 
he d id n ’t have to wait for it, he d idn’t have to 
work his way in to  it. He could get it ju st as soon 
as he was ready to meet all of the conditions, and 
the final one was faith—faith that God does do it 
a t once. From then on, Wesley taught that we 
get it by faith, and not by works; and  if by faith, 
then instantly and no t gradually. I t  was no t to 
be a growth, bu t an im m ediate acquirem ent; not 
a plane of living that we were to come up  to 
gradually, b u t a plane of living that we were to 
rise to immediately through the exercise of faith 
in  God. Verses 8 and 9 of Acts 15 teach this 
tru th : “A nd God, . . . giving them  the Holy
Ghost, . . . purifying their hearts by faith .” Like­
wise Acts 26:18, “ . . . sanctified by faith that is in 
me,” that is, in Christ. T his was, for Wesley, the 
outstanding proof for the fact of the instantane­
ousness of the blessing of entire sanctification.

Nevertheless, Wesley did use other argum ents 
occasionally for the fact that entire sanctification 
is a second work of grace. A nother one of these 
was experience. T he  people who testified to having

received this blessing always testified that they got 
jt instantly. He just didn’t find people who had the blessing of entire sanctification who had 
"grown” into it. We cannot help but see the 
importance of this argument. However much the 
Rible might teach a thing, if it were never verified 
by experience, it would be difficult to believe it; 
but if the teaching of the Bible is always verified 
by experience, then it is easy to  accept and  teach it.

T h e  th ird , and  last, argum ent which Wesley 
gives for the instantaneousness of the blessing of 
entire sanctification is that it is a gift of God. 
T here may be m uch preparation  preceding it in 
which we have a part, b u t when it comes to the 
actual cleansing from  sin, inbred sin, G od does

that, and w hat H e does H e always does a t once. 
W hat H e does in  co-operation with us may take 
time, bu t w hat H e does directly and  im m ediately 
and  of him self does no t take time; it  happens 
quicker than  the time it takes to tell of its occur­
rence. W e grow in grace leading up  to entire 
sanctification—between th a t blessing and  the pre­
ceding one of regeneration—and  there m an and 
God work together, m om ent by m om ent. W e have 
to have the presence of the grace of G od in  order 
to grow in grace; we also have to do som ething 
ourselves. These two factors in term ingle with each 
other, and  because of this we have a gradual 
process. Further, even the preconditions or pre­
requisites for entire sanctification, which are met 
by the individual with the help of God, are no 
doubt gradual—they take time; b u t the actual free­
ing of the heart from  sin is the direct and  im m edi­
ate work of the infinite God alone and  is therefore 
instantaneous.

WESLEY TAUGHT THAT . . .
The Holy Spirit 

Witnesses to Entire Sanctification

According to Wesley, the H oly Spirit witnesses 
to entire sanctification as surely as H e does to 
regeneration. W e may be as truly convinced of 
our entire sanctification as of our justification. 
T h e  form er carries its own assurance w ith it  as 
definitely as the la tter does. Also, the witness of 
the Spirit in  bo th  cases is direct and  indirect. T h e
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direct witneu eomei through the impact of the 
Spirit upon the heart; the auurance that the work 
is done is imparted to the seeking soul. The in­
direct witness is the fruit of the Spirit, the mani­
festations in our lives which indicate that we have 
been saved or sanctified wholly.

Wesley d id  no t claim  th a t the witness to entire 
sanctification is always clear a t first, b u t the same 
holds for justification . Also, there may be vari­
ations in  this witness—it may be stronger at times 
and then  fa in ter or vice versa. T h is principle 
holds for bo th  blessings—the new b irth  and  entire 
sanctification.

In  addition , Wesley taught th a t this witness may 
sometimes even be w ithdraw n. T hu s Wesley pu t

the witness to the first and  second blessings on 
exactly the same basis. O ne is as reliable as the 
other. O ne need no t be deceived in  e ither case.

For Wesley, the change brought about through 
Christian perfection is outw ard and  visible as well 
as inw ard. T h e  person who is sanctified wholly 
will work m ore joyfully and  intensely th an  he did 
when he was only saved. However, Wesley d id  
no t say th a t others would be able always to sepa­
rate those who were sanctified wholly from those 
who were no t sanctified wholly by their outw ard 
living. One cannot hope to give correct judgm ent 
as to the heart experience of others unless he has 
the power to view the individual from  w ith in as 
well as w ithout. G od does have this ability and, 
of course, H e can judge the difference.

T hus Wesley taught th a t a person can’t get the 
blessing of entire  sanctification w ithout know ing it. 
He does no t have to be deceived as to w hether he 
has C hristian perfection, and  neither should others 
doubt his testimony that he has it if his word would 
be accepted as to o ther m atters. “If a m an be deep­
ly and fully convinced after justification of inbred 
sin, if he then experience a gradual m ortification of 
sin, and afterw ards an entire renewal in the image 
of God, if to this change immensely greater than  
that w rought when he was justified, be added a 
clear, direct witness of the renewal, I judge it as 
impossible this m an should be deceived herein as 
that God should lie; and  if one whom I know to be 
a m an of veracity testify these things to me, I ought 
not w ithout some sufficient reason to reject his 
testimony” (W esley).

John Wesley 

on the Prerequisites 

for Entire Sanctification

Joh n  Wesley emphasizes four prerequisites for 
entire sanctification; they are obedience, repent­
ance, consecration, and faith. Regeneration, or the 
first blessing, was not m entioned in  this list, b u t 
certainly Wesley taught that we m ust be born again 
before we can be sanctified wholly. T hen  after the 
new birth , if a person is ever sanctified wholly, he 
must grow in  grace through a life of obedience. 
Wesley knew noth ing about being in grace apart 
from growth in  grace. More than that, he knew 
nothing about ob taining Christian perfection apart 
from  a life which is continuing to develop in  the 
Christian graces. No saved person is a candidate 
for entire sanctification who is no t walking in  the 
light and growing in the grace of God daily. Only 
active Christians can move on in to  the instantane­
ous work of Christian perfection.

A nother fact we should rem em ber at this point 
is th a t there is repentance, according to Wesley, in 
the saved life as well as in  the pre-saved life. Chris­
tian  conversion is supplem ented by repentance as 
well as preceded by it. Hence, the repentance which 
follows regeneration is caused by the presence of 
the sin nature after regeneration; it provides the 
basis for a continuing spirit of repentance, even 
though this sin nature no longer dom inates one’s 
life as it d id before conversion. Nevertheless, the 
in ternal warfare is still on; the flesh lusteth against 
the Spirit; the will of the born-again Christian is 
no t fully given over to God. Repentance born of 
this condition does not of itself bring entire sanc­
tification; however, it does keep before the believer 
his need of fu rther help from God, of deliverance 
from the sinful nature w ithin. A sense of condem ­
nation accompanies the repentance which precedes 
the crisis of regeneration, bu t this is not the case 
with the repentance which follows the new birth  
and precedes entire sanctification. D uring this 
period, the process of salvation is continuing. T here 
is obedience, which is m arked by good works, or 
the fruits of righteousness; therefore, there is no 
condem nation.

T here  are two more prerequisites for the obtain- 
m ent of the blessing of entire sanctification. N ot 
only m ust there be a life of active obedience to the 
will of God, and  an  ever-increasing repentance 
because of the presence of the sin nature, b u t also 
before one actually gets entire sanctification there 
m ust be a complete consecration and fa ith  that God 
sanctifies wholly. Paul was th inking of this when 
he said, “I beseech you therefore, brethren , by the 
mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living
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sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your 
reasonable service” (Romans 12:1).

R epentance and  its fru it in  good works are 
spoken of as conditionally and  remotely necessary 
to the obtainm ent of the blessing of entire sanc­
tification, whereas consecration, and  especially 
faith, m ight be thought of as im m ediately and  d i­
rectly necessary. Consecration, followed by faith  
that the work is done, could never develop in  the 
heart of the Christian except where there is con­
viction for inbred sin, accompanied by repentance 
and a carefully lived Christian life. These are the 
soil ou t of which consecration and faith  grow.

Wesley at times all b u t implies th a t a person will 
inevitably be constrained to consecrate and  believe 
for entire sanctification if he is really and  truly

sorry because of the fact th a t he has the sin natu re  
w ithin, an d  is actually grow ing in  grace—th a t is, 
m anifesting the fru it of the Spirit. Anyway, it w on’t 
be difficult for h im  to go on and  m eet the final 
conditions for the ob ta inm ent of entire  sanctifica­
tion if these earlier prerequisites prevail in  his 
heart.

W hat about it, then, my C hristian friend? Is the 
real reason why you are no t going on and  getting 
sanctified wholly the fact th a t you do no t take this 
sin nature seriously and  are no t active for the 
M aster in  your present saved state? Wesley, in  his 
teaching, im plies th a t this is the fundam ental 
reason why Christians do .not go on and  consecrate 
their all and  get the second blessing. G od help  us 
to face this tru th . I t  is no t only W esleyan; it  is 
also scriptural.

caught the imagination of Nazarenes 
everywhere. In letters from around the world, encouraging messages have come 
and it seems that every district has laid 
plans to reach the goals set by the district superintendents in new churches 
organized this year.

missionary effort at home.Let us not think, however, that this 
is simply an exciting goal for an all- out effort for achievement. T here has 
never been a more critical year for home 
missions than this year. We are justly proud of the gains made in the past. In  recent years, from 150 to 200 churches 
have been organized each year. In  1956, 
29.2 per cent of all our existing churches had been organized in the previous 
eight years. Yet there are now in the 
United States alone 138 cities of 25,000 population or more in which there is 
no Church of the Nazarene, and 300 towns of from 10,000 to 25,000 popula­
tion which we have not entered. There are 14 million people in these towns 
and cities that we are not now able to

N azarene S ervicemen’s C ommission

Church of the Nazarene challenge us 
with the need for holiness evangelism. 
But beyond this is the great factor of 
population increase and change. T h e  
population of the LTnited States in 1056 
was 167 m illion, and it is estim ated th a t 
there will be a net increase of 60 million 
in the next eighteen years, for a total 
population of 227 m illion in 1975. 
Every m inute there are five m ore people 
in the U nited States. W ho is going to 
reach them  for Christ? W e will need a 
net increase of 106,200 Nazarenes in the 
next eighteen years, just to keep up 
with the population  increase, and this 
will still leave m ore people unreached 
by the gospel than ever before.

People are also on the  move. Every 
year more than 30 m illion people change 
their addresses. T h is  increase and 
movement of people results in surging 
population increases in some places, 
particularly in the suburban sections of 
the m etropolitan  areas of the country. 
Yet even in the states w ith the greatest 
population grow th there are whole 
counties w ith a net population  decrease.

Many, m anv new churches are needed. 
A recent report called upon  the Protes­
tant churches of the U nited States to 
organize a t lcasl 2.000 new churches a 
year for the next twenty years to m eet 
the needs of unchurched comm unities

now existing or developing. W e are all 
inspired by opportun ities for mission­
ary work in o ther lands, bu t will we 
open our eyes to see the home mission­
ary opportun ities righ t at our door? T he 
task of reaching our neighbors in our 
own countries is the greatest home mis­
sionary challenge the Church of the 
Nazarene has ever faced. W ith ou r pres­
en t 300,000 Nazarenes and all ou r fa­
cilities and organization, we are far 
better p repared to take the message of 
full salvation to th a t next comm unity 
or town than  were those pioneer Naz­
arenes who w ent ou t w ith only a b u rn ­
ing compulsion in their hearts and 
established the churches th a t we now 
rejoice in. Do we have the same passion 
to reach the lost and spread scriptural 
holiness as they had?

T ranslated  into these terms of hum an 
need, the great challenges of our Golden 
Anniversary year become more than 
goals and statistics—they are G od’s call 
to His Church to fulfill the G reat Com­
mission and truly represent the C hurch’s 
Lord in a redem ptive m inistry to the 
people of our generation.

W e meet at the hom e of 
Roy Bull Coming. T h ere  are about 
an equal num ber of children, young 
people, and  parents in the congrega­
tion. T h ere  are many old people, the men 
w earing their conventional b raided hair, 
the women dressed in colorful shawls.

My wife preaches regularly  a t Seiling 
and conducts about half the services. 
T h ree  little  Ind ian  girls came to the 
a lta r last Tuesday. Roy Bull Coming 
acts as in te rp rete r for the old m en and 
women who cannot speak English.

do not have any ill feeling in  our hearts 
toward the person whom we have for­
given. W e m ust treat him  kindly and 
be sure th a t we would not do him  any 
injury. On the o ther hand, we m ust 
rem em ber th a t God in forgiving us 
knows exactly w hat we are w ithin as 
well as w ithout. But we cannot see into 
a person’s heart and know for sure his 
sincerity as God can. T h ere  is a very 
real sense in which a person m ust prove 
him self over a period of time. A m an 
who has been forgiven of a very serious

person cannot expect to be accepted at 
once as if th a t had never happened. 
T h is doesn't mean th a t you would not 
perm it him  to join the church if he met 
the requirem ents of m em bership. N ei­
ther does it m ean th a t you would not 
accept and respect his testimony. Nev­
ertheless, he m ust establish his character 
as a Christian gentlem an before, for in ­
stance, he could expect to go into your 
home and date your daughter who is a 
Christian young woman of the highest 
type and has been for years.

W e are told to  use o ur B ibles, p lus the  leading o f the  H oly Sp irit, and  so on, 
in  order to find  G od’s w ill in  som e certa in  m a tter. B u t w e m ig h t read m a n y  
chapters a nd  no t fin d  a scrip ture th a t w ould  shed ligh t on  som e particu lar  problem ; so please tell u s  how  to  go about using  o ur B ibles fo r  th is  p u r­pose. A n y  fu r th e r  suggestions yo u  could m a ke  on  help ing us to  learn the  w ill o f God w o u ld  be appreciated.

W e m ust rem em ber th a t the Bible 
does not deal m uch w ith particular 
problems. It sets forth  general p rin ­
ciples, and then leaves us to make the 
specific applications w ith the help  of 
ou r m inds and consciences. Also, the 
Holy Spirit will aid us a t this point if 
we are keeping up  in our prayer life 
and Bible reading. For instance, the 
Bible does not say, “Do not use to­
bacco,” bu t it does declare th a t the body 
is the tem ple of the Holy Ghost and 
should not be defiled. More than  that, 
we are not to spend our money for 
th a t which is not bread. In  o ther words, 
we are not to be wasteful w ith G od’s 
money. On these two grounds at least, 
we should all leave the use of tobacco 
in  any form alone. T his is a clear-cut 
exam ple of w hat I m ean when I talk 
about the Bible laying down general

principles ra th er than  dealing w ith spe­
cific problems. Most of the T en  Com­
m andm ents come in this class as well 
as the law of love in the New T esta­
m ent—love God w ith all your heart and 
your neighbor as yourself. W ill this 
th ing which I am  not sure about doing 
violate either of these two laws of love? 
Again, God is not going to lead me to 
believe or do th a t which is clearly in 
conflict with the teachings of the Bible. 
It m atters not how powerful the im ­
pression may be th a t I believe a certain 
thing: I know the impression is wrong 
if it would lead me in a direction con­
trary to w hat the Bible teaches. T he 
voice of the Spirit, the voice of con­
science, and providences will not, if they 
are genuine, cause one to transgress the 
principles of righteousness which are 
found in the Bible.

Second C orin th ians 7:1 reads: “H aving  therefore these prom ises, dearly be­
loved, let u s  cleanse ourselves fro m  all filth iness o f th e  flesh and spirit, perfec ting  holiness in  the  fea r  o f God.” Please exp la in  th is  verse. W hat 
is  the  filth iness o f th e  flesh, and  w ha t is  the  filth iness o f the  spirit?  E xpla in  
the  difference.

Those to whom Paul was w riting were 
to cleanse away the unclean th ing which, 
from the standpoint of the flesh, was 
fornication. T h is was very prevalent in 
the church a t C orinth. T h e  unclean 
thing, from the standpoint of the spirit, 
was idolatry—direct or indirect. I t was 
also a tendency which was taking its 
toll in the church at Corinth. These 
evils were to be cleansed away, turned

away from, in the fear of God. People 
who are to be saved from specific sins 
have a p art to do in tu rn ing  away from 
them . God does not assume the whole 
responsibility. Any move in the direc­
tion of righ t is a step in perfecting 
holiness, when holiness is used in its 
broader sense—to cover all spiritual 
progress w ithin the h eart—as it is here.
