Pauline Hilty: Nampa, Idaho, Freshman 
(CoUege)—In various scholastic situations N. 
N.C. differs from other schools for diverse rea­
sons, but in good, clean, clever politics there 
is no need for this. After all, we are soon to be 
"Students of the world" at large. If there's 
anything our social system needs it's a  fresh, 
energetic crop of educated voters. This doesn't 
mean telling people how to vote, but to vote 
sensibly; and this constructive habit con be a  
direct carry-over from college.

W allace Roseboro: W alla W alla Washing­
ton, Senior (Clollege)—"Yes, I do. It not only 
stimulates the thinking of the students, but it 
actually shows us what sort of a  person if run­
ning for office. I think that the students should 
watch solely the candidates and their activ­
ities as a hint as to how efficient they would 
be in office. It is also good citizenship training."

Miss Marian B. Washburn: Worchester, 
Moss., English Instructor (College)—"Yes, I do. 
Such campaign give the students on oppor­
tunity to practice Christian politics. The stu­
dent leaders should insist that everything be 
done 'decently and in order'. No personal 
slander nor attempted aprroisal of a candi­
date's spirituality should be countananced. The 
value of a  political campaign conducted in a  
Christian manner should have direct carry­
over into life. Don't we all recognize the need 
for Christian politicians in our country today?'

Columnist's Note: The world today needs 
more Christian politics. These can be partly 
trained here at N.N.C. in our system of stu­
dent government. In campaigning for an of­
ficer, it would seem only right and Christian 
to leave out the mud-slinging and spiritual 
qualifying. Hurt feelings and loss of friendship 
need ot be i ay electio, especially in a Chris­
tian colege. The question of manner of nom- 
inatios is oe which should be seriously consid­
ered by the Student Council. All in all, I be­
lieve a political campaign is a good thing if 
properly conducted, if not, then it becomes a 
reflection upon the student-body and college-, 
ad ought ot to be."
