
Rev. and Mrs. Armand M. 
Doll, missionaries to Mozambi­
que, are together a fte r one 
year and three weeks during 
which he was imprisoned by 
the Mozambique government 
without charges. Rev. Doll was 
released Sept. 18, 1976.

The imprisonment on August 
28, 1975, of Rev. Armand Doll 
and Rev. Hugh Friberg was a 
matter of much prayer and

concern for the Qwrch of the 
Nazarene worldwide. Church 
officials, with Dr. Jerald John­
son, Executive Director of the 
Department of World Mission 
and former pastor of College 
Church, in particular, made 
every effort possible to gain 
their release. It was also given 
high priority by the U.S. State 
Department. Both Doll and 
Friberg are convinced that the

prayers of the church and the 
faithfulness o f God were key 
elements in their regained 
freedom.

Armand and his w ife, Paul­
ine, are being presented in  a 
series o f coast-to-coast rallies 
in the pre-Thanksgiving period. 
They will be at College Church 
Wednesday evennig at 7 :30 and 
Rev. Doll will be speaking to us 
in Chapel Thursday.

Rev. and Mrs. Doll began 
their assignment to Mozam­
bique in 1951. They spent the 
firs t 16 months in language 
study in Portugal, and then 
went to  Mozambique, a country 
stretching 1,200 miles along 
the southeastern coast of 
Africa. There they have had 
administrative responsibilities 
as well os a teaching and 
pastoral ministry.

Black sheep 
Becomes shepherd

Reverend Donald Gibson, Ex­
ecutive Secretary for the De­
partment of Evangelism for the 
Church of the Nozorene, has 
been on the NNC campus most 
of this week conducting our Fall 
Revival. He has also been 
leading Evangelism Workshops 
from 7:00 to 9:45 Tuesday 
through Thursday evenings, 
they w ill be concluded Saturday 
afternoon.

"Reverend Gibson, could you 
tell me something about your 
background in the Nazarene 
Church?"

"Well, I wos converted when 
I was in my senior year in high 
school in the Austin Church of 
the Nazarene in the suburbs of 
Chicago. I guess it was a good 
thing, too-you know-going into 
my senior year in high school; 
the next year facing college; I 
probably wouldn't have gone to 
a Christian college and maybe 
not to any college at all i f  it 
hadn't been for that conversion 
in that year.

" I  was the Btack Sheep in

my family, not having attended 
any church since I was a 
beginner (my mother took me 
then). But then after I was 
older I thought church was for 
girls and women but not for 
boys and men. In my 
neighborhood was a young man 
who went to  the Austin Church 
of the Nazarene and he was o 
real guy-he played baseball 
and we had lots o f fun 
together-ond he kept bugging 
me, but it was real nice, he 
wasn't obnoxious with it-abou t 
attending. In fact, he invited 
me more than f i f ty  times until 
finally I yielded. I got tired of 
his bugging me so I promised 
him I'd go the next Sunday.

'They! were in a revival 
meeting, like we're in a revivol 
here, and I went to the 
services the following week 
and was aware that I had 
committed sin, that I was not a 
Christian, and that I needed 
help. So that's when I became 
associated with the Church of 
the Nazarene."

"How did you get involved 
with NNC in porticular?"

"A fte r my senior year in 
high school I heard obout Olivet 
Nazarene College, and they 
told me it was a good place to 
go as a Christian young person. 
So I went to ONC for my four 

years and graduated from 
there, and of course while we 
were in Olivet we heard about 
NNC and TNC and Bethany, and 
Pasadena, and especially heard 
of NNC from a young man that 
I learned to like at Olivet who 
went from Olivet to NNC and 
he liked i t  very much.

"What do you hope this 
revival can do for our NNC 
campus?"

"O f course, I don't hope to 
be (ri>le to do anything in my 
own strength, but I would trust 
that God, through human in­
strumentality, could show us 
more clearly His will for our 
individual lives. I love people 
and I think that every individ­
ual is important in the sight of 
God and I don't look fo r a 
sweeping emotional high tide, 
but rather I would hope that 
God in the person and power of 
the Holy Spirit can deal 
individually with every student 
who is under the influence of 
the gospel this week. I hope a 
lot of good within the heart of 
the young person, like spiritual 
direction (finding motive and 
inspiration to do God's w ill), 
will take place in many o f their 
l iv e s .

" I  understand that you'll 
also be holding some Evangel­
ism workshops. What exactly 
is involved in this?"

"For twenty-eight years f 
preached the gospel by public

proclamation and never hdd 
any expertise in personal evan­
gelism. I  could declare, my 
faith publicly but on an 
individual basis I didn't have 
any plan and I didn't have any 
success. In 19721 heard Dr. D. 
James Kennedy. He came to 
the conference on Evangelism 
in Kansas Qty and he clxillen- 
ged our ministers to become 
involved in personal evangel­
ism. So I went down to the 
Coral Ridge Evangelism Explo­
sion Clinic and got my firs t 
taste of on-the-job training in 
personal evangelism. From 
that day to this I have been 
letting the Holy Spirit make me 
a fisher o f men. I am not an 
expert; I have much yet to 
learn, but what I have gained 
from others sharing with me I 
hope to be able to shore on 
this campus.'

"Where do you go from 
here?"

"I'm  going to Denver First 
Church for their Christian 
Leadership Conference. I am 
going to speak at their banquet 
on Saturday night. Then I go to 
Little Rock, Arkansas, where we 
will be in a Pasters' clinic for 
the Pastors and lay persons of 
the Southern Arkansas district. 
From there I leave fo r Houston, 
Texas fo r another clinic, then I 
come back from Houston. I'm 
home for three days, and then 
I go to the New England 
district. Then Mrs. Gibson and 
I will be going to the British 
Isles on the seventh o f Novem­
ber fo r four trdning clinics in 
England, Scotland, and in Ire­
land."

fhefront of hot air which has been coming from the north 
side o f campus since Tuesday during the morning hours w ill be 
ending today. We hope tha t you were not inconvenienced by 
this unusual occurance.

The afternoon highs should be somewhat higher than the 
morning lows with wind in most places followed by a slight 
cooling o ff in the evenings. Tomorrow should begin pretty 
much after midnight when we may expect more weather of a 
similiar or different nature.
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Inadequate planning should not be a nrajor foctor influencing 
the implementation of an accepted proposal. It too frequently 
happens that once a course o f oction is decided upon, i t  is 
delayed through lock o f assigned responsibility. Two years 
ago, a proposition was mode that would have significant, 
enduring effects. This proposition was proffered by a 
significant faction consisting of students and faculty. Since 
that time, the  situation has been discussed numerous times yet 
we do not see the concrete results that we should see os an 
outcome of the favorable view the proposol enjoys in the eyes 
o f the admirestration. When queried respecting the deferred 
recommendolion, the official reply seems to  be that the 
procrastination isbectuselhere is no 'long-range plan" 
formulated. The need fo r long-range plans is quite a legitimate 
one. Considering the relatively short duration of a college 
generation it would be absurd to  act on consequential 
proposals without taking into consideration the lasting 
products that action would inevitably have. I cannot assume, 
therefore, tha t the problem is one due to villainous intentions 
but only one o f improper attention paid to the execution of the 
mechanics involved in accomplishing something.

The something being suggested is the addition of tennis 
courts to  the tw o N.N.C. now has on its  property. Whie tennis 
courts possibly are not o f prime importance academically, 
there ore many reasons fo r our concern about what is 
happening. A substantial proportion o f persons involved in the 
college would appreciate having more courts. It must not be 
forgotten that last year N.N.C. was given some financial 
support by the Whittenberg Foundation to  be used in building 
the courts and i f  they ore not begun by February there is a 
chance the grant will be b s t—the funds available a t this time 
are not, o f course, enough to purchase what is necessary but ^ 
they ore certainly eiK>ug|h to  begin the project by at ledst**^ 
drafting plans. A lth o u ^  the payment may be one of the 
detetrents, I have not heard i t  mentioned. Disquietude 
similarly arises when one realizes that this pattern may be 
present in other facets o f the administration of affoirs 
affecting N.N.C.

We do not intend to : point an occusing finger in a specified 
direction; demand immediate oction on any recently proposed 
course,- draw the conclusion that the prevalent tendency is to 
tarry. It is simply that two years should be long enough to 
draw up 'long-range plans."

this past Thursday, Oct. 14, 
and took the firs t step toward 
the re-establishment of on 
ASNNC Legal Counsel. Design­
ed as an advisory and repre­
sentative body, the Legal 
Counsel operates under the 

.auspices of ASNNC Judicial 
Board end acts as a legal 
counselor to any person or 
orgzanization within ASNNC. It 
is important that each student 
be aware of theb opportunity 
for help regarding disciplinary 
problems, organizational consti­
tutions, and contestable issues 
in general that draw their 
impetus from established rules 
and documents within ASNNC. 
The basic document around 
which the student body func­
tions is the ASNNC Constitution 
but others that the student 
should be portbularly aware of 
are: "Judicial Processes" of 
the school; "Policies" regard­
ing conduct; the "B ill o f Rights

Pnf ivhnciwiil
All of these are found in the 
Crusader Handbook' and I
urge every member of 

the student body to become 
familicr with each o f the 
documents; especially the one 
that outlines the rules of the 
school ("Polic'ies," pg. 64-65, 
Crusader Handbook) beco use 
this is an area frequently 
overlooked. Abuse of these 
rules may lead to disiplinory 
action. The present Legal 
Counsel consists of only one 
indivi(bal but is in the process 
of encouraging new member­
ship. The activity of the Legal 
Counsel in the post has been 
rather limited and it is the wish 
of this year's Counsel in 
conjunction with the Judicial 
Board that they become avail­
able to every member of the 
campus commuNty. The pre­
sent member of Legal Counsel i$ 
Ted Pfenninger, who should be 
contacted regarding any prob­
lem, whether it be disciplinary 
or otherwise, that concerns you 
as a student and that may 
require on action by the 
Judicial Board, Student Life 
Executive Committee, or the 
Administration. The right to 
counsel is guoronteed to any 
person and those on Legal 
Counsel are there to serve you 
so use them if the need arises.

This year's Judicial Board is 
attempting to organize deci­
sions of past Boards into 
packages for each Board mem­
ber so that prior responsible

action will be taken into 
occount in future Board action. 
In past years the Board has 
dealt almost exclusively with 
coses involving ASNNC elec­
tions. By its very nature the 
Judicial Board is the least 
active of the three branches of 
student government because 
issues encompassinQ its jurisdic­
tion either go through other 
channels or never come to its 
attention. It is our endeavor 
to mdce the Board more 
available for other cases invol­
ving any area of the student 
body. For those of you who 
are not familiar with the

Judicial Board it is composed of 
seven students chosen by the 
ASNNC President and ratified 
by the Student Senate. The 
members remain on the Board 
until they graduate unless by 
circumstance they resign, leave 
school, or are impeached for 
incompetonce or dereliction of 
duties. The present justices 
are Mcrilee Streight, Dave 
Faust, Cheryl Coulter, Leon 
Kalbfieisch, Ray Wardlaw, Jaryl 
Weisen, and Chuck Johnstone; 
and each is willing to  help>|«>u.if 
you have any questions regard­
ing judicial and policy aspects 
of NNC.

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Top execs withhold tax info 1

WASHINGTON - The nation's 
taxiaws have sprung innumer­
able leaks and loopholes of all 
sizes. M ae than ha lf the 
money due the government 
escapes into the pockets of the 
privileged. The taxes they 
don't pay, of course, must be 
made up by the rest o f us.

We thought the public was 
entitled to know, therefore, 
how much taxes the nation's 
top executives pay. First, we 
tried to identify the corporate 
executives with the highest 
incomes. To do this, our s ta ff 
inspected stockholder reports 
and other public documents.

Of course, the tax returns of 
the top executives aren't open 
to the public. So we simply 
called them and asked how 
much taxes they pay. The 
results were interesting.

The top paid executive in the 
nation, so far- as we could 
determine, is Meshulam Riklis. 
He is chairman of Rapid-Am er­
ica, a giant holding company. 
Last year, he earned about $1 
million. But we got nowhere 
with him. He refused even to 
return our calls.

Second on our lis t was Harold 
Geneen. He's the tough, 
abrasive chairman of Interna-

tional Telephone and Telegroph.
He's fond of telling his 

subordinates: "Bull times zero 
is zero bull. And I'm sick and 
tired of the bull you've been 
feeding me."

Well, we got bull from him 
when we called about his 
taxes. According to the latest 
available information, he draws 
an annual salary over 
$800,000. He sent word to us: 
"When Jack Anderson makes 
his taxes public, come back and 
talk to  me." As it happens, I 
have made my tax returns 
available to reporters. But 
Geneen still hasn't given us his 
tax totals.

J. Stanford Smith, the 
chairman of International Pa­
per, made over $700,000 last 
year. He dirfo't want to

discuss his taxes either.
Harry Gray, the chairman of 

United Technologies, earned 
about $570,000 last year. He 
claimed he paid 55 per cent to 
Uncle Sam. This would add up 
to about $313,500.

So some o f the nation's 
richest executives paid a fair 
tax. Others, we suspect, did 
not. The rest o f os had to poy 
the taxes they didn't pay. We 
don't see much difference 
between paying their taxes and 
giving them outright welfare.
If we were paying them 
welfare, we would have the 
right to know how much. But 
when we pay their taxes, it's  
kept secret From us.

PO im CAl PIPELINE: A
mojor Watergate issue that has 
never really been resolved hos

been raised to nag the Ford 
campaign. It has been charged 
that Gerald Ford, as House 
Republican leader, helped to 
block on early investigation of 
the Watergate scandal in 1972.

The late congressman Wright 
Patman of Texas tried to start 
this investigation of Water­
gate. But the White House 
succeeded in aborting the 
investigation back in Octaber 
1972. Ford testified twice in 
1973 that he wasn't involved in 
the coverup.

But on the Watergate topes, 
Richard Nixon can be heard 
discussing the Patman investi­
gation inside the Oval Office. 
The former President said he 
wanted his aide, John Ehrlich- 
man, to talk to Gerald Ford 
about blocking this early Wo- 
tergate probe.

But apparently, no one ever 
bothered to ask Ehrfichman 
whether he spoke to  Ford. Not 
even the Watergate prosecu­

tors put the question to him. So 
we reached Ehrlichman in New 
Mexico and asked him. His 
answer was absolutely no,- he 
had not asked Ford to in ter­
vene to block the Patman 
probe.

POSTAL PROBLEMS: Those
who think our postol service 
can't possibly get any worse 
ore in for a surprise. The 
packages are piing up at the 
post offices on the East Coast.
. A strike by United Parcel 
Service, a private mail carrier, 
has overloaded the post offices 
in 15 states. The Postal 
Service is doing some emergen­
cy temporary hiring. One 
source said that two thousand 
extra workers have been hired 
here in Washington alone.

But even if  the packages can 
be sorted, there aren't enough 
trucks to  deliver them. So the 
piles ore getting fogher and 
higher.

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C5. lewis's Til We Hove Facet is a fa iry tale grown up. 
Using the classical myth of Cupid and Psyche as a backdrop, 
Lewis cleverly spins a story that includes a ll o f the stere)typic 
elements of the fairy tale. There is a cruel, blindly pitiless 
king, his beautiful daughter. Psyche, who must be sacrificed to 
the "Shadow Brute" because her people believe th a t only 
humdn nobility could be the source o f all the natural disasters, 
on ugly stepsister, a stupid stepsister, and a fa ithful servant 
or two. It sounds like an advanced version of Beauty and the 
Beast/ but Lewis manages to lend these sterotypes reality 
while using their sterotypk characteristics to extend Ns 
symbolism. The result is a story that is not "Once upon a 
time" but for all the time.

The story is told by Orual, the ugly princess o f the kingdom 
of Glome, who wears a veil so tha t both her outer ugliness and 
her inner wretchedness are Ndden. Orual is driven half mad 
with grie f upon the sacrifice o f her young stepsister. Psyche, a 
cmd the book becomes a psychological and spiritual portra it o f 
a woman who is driven by a love so selfish that i t  almost 
destroys that which is its object, the book examines love and 
hatred, and searches, with Orual, fo r the thin line that 
separates the two. But i t  is not only a N tte r statement about 
the unloved, who destroy those whom they profess to  love, but 
of fa ith and doubt, penance and forgiveness, and in the end, of 
triumph. All fa iry tales must have a happy ending. Orual, at 
the end o f her story and a fte r a strange journey, comes to 
remove her veil, and makes a great discovery about the love 
and miracle o f beauty and of the spirit's Irkimph over the 
weakness of the body and the mind's limitations. She 
discovers her real face, and is then able to face herself.

TNs is not a book to be read only once. C5. Lewis has 
c o u ^ t a private part of everyone in his ugly princess, and 
perhaps we must wait until we have faces to understand all o f 
the intricate symbolism he employs.

ASNNC Senate has met the

Things were not working well in 
Twin Falls, so he moved to 
Boise and attended BSU.

Bob didn't feel comfortable 
at these schools. He fe lt that 
nobody really wanted Nm. 
Hnancially, he was doing well, 
with five homes he owned and 
was renting. Yet there was a 
sense of lonliness in his life . 
Along with the loneliness came 
despair and depression because 
he was searching fo r something 
more than these other things 
had to offer.
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Then a wonderful woman 
stepped into his life. Pat is a 
social worker, mother and an 
inseparable part of Bob's life . 
He soys "She is instrumental in 
helping me with my studies.'
He goes on to say, "W ithout 

•her and the Lord, I wouldn't be 
where I am today."

Soon after their mamiage. 
Bob did find Christ and direction 
for his life. He decided to act 
on fa ith  and try  fo r post 
graduate work in Religious. 
Education. Coming back to 
school was not an easy task, 
for he had already used his 
educational grants from the 
Veterans Admirastralion. He 
thought, however, that i t  was 
(Sod's will fo r Nm to continue 
his education, so he applied for 
more aid. Well, contrary to 
professional predictions, he 
received the money and now is 
the only Veteran, that he is 
aware of, who has received 
twenty months of extra finan­
cial aid from the VA "T ru ly " 
Bob said, "th is was God's 
doing."

Yes, God did and is doing 
great things in Bob Tennant's 
life.

FROM DARKNESS TO LIGHT
I went fo r a cup of coffee 

with a couple o f friends 
tonight, and, due to the usual 
stimulating effect of the stuff, 
plus a couple of questions that 
plagued me, I was wide awake 
at 11:30 p.m. So infrequent is 
such a physical state-of-being 
for me tha t I decided to take 
advantage of the opportunity 
and to engage in a bit of 
mental exercise. Psychoanal­
yst Erick Fromm has been 
expanding my mind o f late via 
Hie Art of Loving. So I turned 
to his discussion of the "Love 
of God" to  see what kind of 
insights and inspiration I could 
glean. I must say that I was 
neither disappointed and my 
passion even roused at a point 
or two ("passion" referring to 
definition #3: "rage, anger," 
rather than #4: " lo ve ", o f The 
Merrimn-Webster Dictionary). 
After being thus moved, I was 
destined to pursue the quest 
until I had come to a logical, 
satisfying conclusion within my 
own mind. So, with a box of 
Swiss Cheese crackers ond 
another cup of coffee at my 
side, I shall attempt to share 
with you my findings.

tracing t fb  trends of 
thought about God, Fromm 
referred to  Exodus 3:14 in 
which God revealed Himself to 
Moses (and later, the people of 
Israel) as the great "I AM 
WHO I AM" which, in Fromm's 
book is interpreted as 

" I  am becoming that which 
lam  becoming." "l-om-becom- 
ing is my name." The 
"l-em-becoming" means that 
God is not finite, not a person, 
not a "being."fp.58)

A quick referral to the 
original Greek verified my 
thinking. The original of the 
title  " I  A M " is a form of the 
word "Yahweh" which has an 
indefinite tense, and so can 
mean equally past, present, or 
future. The closest that 
"Yahweh" can be translated to 
what Fromm indicated is " I  
SHALL BE WHAT I AM," or

possibly " I  shall be manifested 
through the ages to come." 
But essentially GOD B-yester- 
day, today, and forever.

Okay, so we have that 
solved. Fromm goes on to 
further explain this "monothe­
is tic " concept of God, in which 
God is not a person, but a 
symbol of all that is good and 
that man is striving to attain in 
himself-love, truth, justice, 
etc. "G od" is only a name for 
these principals.

Well, Fromm muddles thro- 
u ^  some Oriental and Aristo­
telian theology and fina lly 
comes through to admit that 
"man cannot know what God 
is ." All o f our thinking and 
theorizing and trying to figure 
out and put down in black and 
white can only "lead us to the 
knowledge that it  (all our 
reasoning) cannot give us the 
ultimate answer." The more we 
think we know about (kd , the 
less we really do know. If I'm 
really fo llowjnfl Fromm aipno 
these H n e ^ ^ ^ b y  
Amen!"

From this point, I pursue my 
own train of thought fo r 
Fromm and I don't travel on 
the same tracks fo r very long. 
So, am I saying that we cannot 
know God? NO-a thousand 
times -  NO. What I am trying 
to soy, is that "a ll o f our 
thinking and theorizing and 
trying to put down in black and 
w hite" cannot bring us to a 
knowledge of (kid. Only our 
own personal encounter w ith 
God can bring us to know Him.
It must be an experience in 
which (5od confronts Man -  
personally; individually -  w ith 
Himself, and man responds by

ure implies that wbat is 
revealed in the encaunter 
between God and man is not 
information about God, but God 
MmteK as a personal being." 
(Lewis Sherrill, The Gift o f 
Power, p. 69). So, although 
the concepts obout God are too 
vast and infinite for our fin ite  
m'nds to grasp, still we can 
KNOW GOD in His personhood. 
However, i t  all stHI seems 
slightly vague and puzzling. 
How does God personally re­
veal Himself to  us? The way 
John and I see it, God is Light 
(John 1:4,9; I John 1:5). Light 
hides nothing. It is the nature 
of light to  radiate and illum­
inate. And so it is the nature 
of God to radiate, illuminate 
(md just naturally reveal Hin>- 
s e lf-  olways. With God, there 
ore no deep, dork, hidden 
secrets. Well, then, why 
doesn't that Light always come 
through? Why do we some­
times have problems "seeing?" 
D ifficult as i t  is to  admit, the 

problem is with you and me. 
And it's probably one of two 
things: (1.) We choose not to  
come to the Light (John 
3:19-21) and we prefer to  play 
our own guessing games w ith 
our own lit tle  10-wott flash- 
R ^ ts ; (2). We have not grown 
accustomed to the Light, and 
its brightness blurs our vision 
(to paraphrase Mr. Berg). The 
more time we spend in the 
presence of that Light, the 
more our eyes will begin to 
focus, and we w ill' see and 
understand more fully. (k>d is 
always Light, but how well that 
Light is utilized for illumination 
depends on how fa r we pull 
bock the curtaia 

M y poor expanded mind is 
about expended. One last 
adnonition before I quit. If  all 
this concerning (k>d makes no 
sense to you maybe i t  is 
because you're Iryng  to under­
stand all th is stuH about God. 
May I challenge you to con­
front (k>d, or rather, allow Him 
to confront you. Simply ask 
Him to reveal Himself to  you in 
a personal, (kxi-to-Man en­
counter. Then just wait fo r the 
Light to dawn:-
